	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may need more time to work on writing ( Allow them 1-2 more min and cut the number of Ss presentation short. 
· If time is running out,( Cut main-activity presentation short and only ask 3-4 Ss to share their writing.
· If post activity is finished earlier than expect(  Go on to S.O.S activity
