                 -Wall-charts for activities (pre-activity and sos activity)

                 -Strips of paper for unscrambling sentences (pre-activity) and main activity
                 -Worksheets  for activities (pre-activity, post-activity, and sos-activity)


	Aims:

-Main: Students will improve their reading skill by reading text and definitions about animals.
-Secondary:(i)Students will read text about animals by having students unscramble sentences in text and answer the true/false questions. (ii)Students will read definitions of animals.
-Personal: I want to adjust my teaching pace to the level of the learner.


	Language Skills:

-Speaking: Students will discuss with each other for unscrambling text (s-s).
-Writing:  Students will write a contribution to a magazine.
-Listening: Students will improve their listening skill by discussion in activities (t-s & s-s).
-Reading: Students will read text and definitions of animals along with worksheets, and wall-charts. 


	Language systems:
-Lexis: Students will have wide vocabulary of English from the text and the definitions about animals.
-Function: None to discuss.
-Discourse: Students will have understanding of relation between two sentences in text.
-Grammar: Students will learn how the words interact with each other within the sentences of the subjunctive mood and the comparative.
-Phonology: None to discuss.


	Assumptions about students: 
-Students already have some knowledge and experiences about animals.


	Possible Problems and Solutions:
-Some students have poor knowledge about animals.
*Solution: Have students share their experiences and knowledge with each other.
-Some students will have difficulty in understanding the instructions of main activity.

*Solution: Give enough demonstrations to students.
-Prepared all activities were finished too early, 
*Solution: Use sos activity plan.

	Picture & eliciting
Teacher show picture of pets and ask for eliciting some words from students.
“What comes to your mind?

CCQ
Do CCQ for elicited words from students and a living thing with wall-chart.
*refer to wall chart for CCQ
T: “I will put up wall-chart for explaining about how to divide living things.”
Grouping:
Divide all class into three groups
T: “Let’s say …”, “I, Love, Animal”
Instruction:
1. You are going to unscramble the sentences to complete text and then do a work sheet about it.
2. You have three minutes to do it.

3. You are going to work in groups.

ICQ:
1. What are you going to do?
2. How much time do you have?

3. Are you going to work individually? 

Explicit ICQ:

1. But I don’t want you to start until I finish passing out all the papers and I say “go.”
2. Are you going to start when I give you the papers?
3. Are you going to start when I say “go”? 
Run:
1. Hand out a scrambled text to each group and a worksheet to each student.

2. Students do the activity, while a teacher monitors it.
3. Timing: “You have 30 seconds, 10 seconds and time’s up.”
4. Teacher have some of students present the answers for the questions.

	T: “It’s time for ‘who am I? game’.”
Grouping:

Divide all class into two groups.
T: “Let’s say …”, “Dog, cat”
Instruction(i)
1. You are going to pick up just one strip of paper which has the definition of an animal from a cup and hide it from others until you read out in your turn.
2.  One student in each group read his/her paper in turn and every students without him/her can answer up to the definition.

3. Before you answer it, you have to say your group’s name. eg, “Cat!” or “Dog”
4. After you read the definition, you have to ask like “Who am I?”
5. The group which figure out the more answers will be a winner.

*refer to wall chart for instruction(i)
Demonstration 
Teacher demonstrate the activity with one student and sample definition.
Instruction(ii)
1. You are going to think out the word that is the most proper to the definition.
2. You have 30 seconds for each definition.

3. You are going to work in groups.

ICQ:
1. What are you going to do?
2. How much time do you have?

3. Are you going to work individually?  
Explicit ICQ:

1. But I don’t want you to start until I finish passing out all the papers and I say “go.”
2. Are you going to start when I give you the papers?

3. Are you going to start when I say “go”? 

Run:
1. Have students pick up just one strip of paper from the cup and hide it from others.

2. Students do the activity, while a teacher count the points they earn.

3. Timing: 30 seconds for each definition
4. Teacher sum up the points for each group and announce the winner.
