	Target Vocabulary:
hay, carrot, fly, meat, leaf, worm, mouse, rice


	Target Sentences:

“What do you eat?”
“What does S do?”
“What does S say?”


	Materials:

Pictures of animals, color pencils, scissors, tape, Paper bands, Worksheets(For a survey), A poster of an example of a Haiku, Flash cards of animals, Timer, A gift for winners



	Aims/Objectives:

-Ss will be able to understand question “What do(es) S+V ~?” by participating in classroom activities, playing games and singing a song.

-Ss will improve listening skill by T questions, participating in classroom activities, playing games.

-Ss will improve speaking skill by answering T’s questions, by singing a song, team play.

-Ss will improve writing skill by completing a worksheet.



	Assumptions:

-Ss know “What do they eat?” “They eat~”  
-Ss can make short sentences with vocabulary used in the lesson.

-Ss have already known several animals and foods.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Strong Ss can occupy many roles in group activity
 T asks each group to divide roles equally.
-Lesson ends earlier than expected

 T asks more questions and play game once more.

-Lesson takes longer than expected

T makes activity shorten and ask fewer questions

Hang a poster of lyrics on the wall.

	Stick colored animal’s mask on the paper band and wear it on their heads.
Questioners ask to animals “What do you eat?” then write the answer on the worksheet.
Ask each other and write on the paper.
Select one animal.

Discuss about the questions

Complete a Haiku.

Present a Haiku.
	Give a paper hair band.

(Wearing a mask)When I wear a cow’s mask I’m a cow.
Let’s wear our masks.

Now we’re animals, yeah!

And then we would ask each other “What do you eat?” and then write the answer on the paper for 3min.
Before T distributes worksheet, gives ICQs.

Feedback

Let Ss check each other.

Make 4 groups

Let Ss select one animal among them. (Inform that they can change animal during making a Haiku)
Let’s make a Haiku for 5 min.
Stick a poster of a Haiku

<How to create a Haiku…>
What does the frog feel (or look) like?  Wet, cold

What color is it? Green

What does frog do? It jumps and open its mouth

What does the frog say? Croak!

What does the frog eat? Flies for breakfast
<Example of Haiku>

The wet, cold, green frog.

It jumps and opens its mouth.

Croak! Flies for dinner.

flash cards of animals, timer, a gift for winners

	Line up
Take their turns one by one.
	Makes two groups.

Explain the rules.
1. Only one member can answer at once.
2. One S of the group comes out and shows a word card one by one (can’t say anything.)
3. Other group members can say like this way     “The        is hungry,        eats    .”
4. The team that takes less time is winner.

	Let Ss chant showing flash cards.
(The cow is hungry. Cows eat hay.
The rabbit is hungry. Rabbits eat carrots.

The lion is hungry. Lions eat meat.
The bird is hungry. Birds eat worms.
The giraffe is hungry. Giraffes eat leaves.
The cat is hungry. Cats eat mice.
I’m hungry. I want lunch.)
Great! Did you have fun?
Today we had a great work with “The lion is hungry, Lion eats meat.”

Let’s sing a song “Five Fat  sausages” again
Excellent!  Next time we’ll make funny stories with many animal friends. I’m looking forward to meeting funny stories.
