Activity 1
T: I have some pictures in the board. (Point to picture) Is anyone known what this is called?
S: It’s a pillar.

T: good. (show next picture) 

Activity 2
Read a story.

First read - teacher reads through the book without stopping, allowing the children to experience the whole story.

Read the story with an expressive voice and change voice for the each mice. During reading the story ask student what each mice going to think of? And ask for what is next day of a week?

Second time reading do short drama with students prepared puppet.

Children may begin to naturally chime in while the teacher reads. A slight pause, rise in intonation, nod or beckoning hand can signal an invitation for the children to chime in with a word or

Retell story asking “What did Red mouse find by the pond on Monday?” etc
Eliciting Questions 
Gives students to think of their create idea of guessing 
Literal Questions

What day is after Monday?
What do you think green mice will expect of?

Implied Questions

Why no one believed red mouse?
What’s going to happen to mice after they touched?

What mice think differently?

Interpretive Questions (After Reading)

What did you learn from the story?
