Secondary Aim: students will listen about a hunted house and dictate them. 
Personal Aim: I want to improve my time management and how to give students friendly guidelines. (ICQ, CCQ, eliciting, modeling, demonstration.)



	Language Skills:

Listening: students will listen the short dialogue.
Speaking: students will talk to each other about a Haunted house and Halloween day.
                 Predictions, comparing answers

Reading: students will read the worksheets as they listen.
Writing: students will write the dictation.



	Language Systems:

Phonology: pronunciation of ‘haunted house’ and ‘furniture’ with /f/ sound
Lexis: (vocabulary words eliciting)Halloween word used in describing the haunted house
Grammar: none to discuss
Function: usage of word will believe, ghost, joking, etc.
Discourse: none to discuss



	Assumptions:
Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run.
- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- most students are familiar about Halloween day.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-students may not be able to follow the passage easily.
->follow the task feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.

-students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

->chunk the listening by sentence (pause-play-pause-play)
-If time is short.

->cut post-activity discussion short and ask 2-3 students to share their opinions about their decisions and feelings.
-If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

->ask students and talk about their own Halloween day.
