We are going to play a board game called 'What should I do?'

One person will roll the dice and then move the amount of spaces indicated on the dice. Each space has a problem written on it. The person who rolled the dice will pretend to have that problem and all the other players have to give that person advice. 

There are 2 rules: You have to use the word 'should' and because you are a bad friend you have to give bad advice.

The person who gives the most awful or outrageous advice is the winner of that round. 

Demo: Roll the dice. Land on problem 'My teacher always sleeps in class.' Solution: You should draw funny faces on her and take pictures of her and post them on facebook.

	Write down advice and suggestions on a piece of paper. Guess who gave what advice
	We are going to practice using 'should' when we are giving advice.

For this game I am going to read a problem aloud. On a piece of paper you are going to write down a suggestion or advice for me to deal with the problem using the word 'should'. 

Then you are going to place your paper into this box. We will take turns pulling a piece of paper out of the box and reading it out loud. 

You will then guess who wrote that piece of advice or suggestion. 

If you are able to get the correct match you will keep that piece of paper and take another turn until you make an incorrect match. If you make an incorrect match  you must return the slip of paper to the box and the next person will take their turn. 

The person at the end with the most slips of paper wins. 

We will play for 6 mins.
