	Okay, class. I will show you one picture. (show FANBOYS picture)  What do you see? (Ss: …fan, boys…) Good. 
(write FANBOYS on the board)
Each letter is the first letter of a word and these words connect two words, phrases, or clauses. Let’s start with the easiest one. A? (Ss: and) F? (Ss: for) …… S? (Ss: so). What do you call these words? (Ss: conjunction) Great! 
(Write “conjunction” on the board)

(put the picture on the board)
CCQ
Does conjunction help noun? (Ss: no)

Does conjunction connect words or phrases? (Ss: Yes)

(put wall chart on the board)
I will explain you about what conjunction is. (read the definition)
As you saw in the beginning of the class, there is FANBOYS. This is the easiest way to remember. ‘For’ stands for reason. ‘and’ expresses non-contrasting ideas, ‘Nor’ means non-contrasting negative idea. ‘Yet’ is same as ‘but’ which is exception or opposite result. ‘So’ is for the consequence. ‘or’ is alternative item or idea. 
And there is a format. Words, main sentences, phrases, and clauses plus comma plus FANBOYS plus same things before comma. You have to keep this form when you use conjunction. 

I am going to show you couple examples. 

(write sentences) 
          He drinks coffee + He drinks tea

Add them together. Then we could write “He drinks coffee, and he drinks tea.”

“but” and “yet” is opposite results. 
(write sentences) 
      I got 50% on the final + 

                                  I passed the class 
50% is F. you expected fail in the class, but you passed. You didn’t expect at all. 
(write sentence for NOR) 
   They do not gamble, nor do they 
   smoke

You can see invert in this sentence. In only full clauses, you have to use invert which means verb and subject is switched. Just remember this rule. 

There is also rule that is called ‘parallel structure’. This rule is very simple. When you use conjunction, you have to match form. If you use verb, then you have to use verb after conjunction. Noun has to be after noun.   

If you want to use conjunction when you are speaking or writing, you better know what context and situations are. Does everybody understand? (Ss: Yes)

Now, move your desk back and come to the middle of class. We will play a board game. Let’s check this board together. There are lots of colors. Each color has topic that you have to make sentence. (check the rules on the board) Green is something you did yesterday. Red is party… you have to make sentences related on these topics when you reach these colors. (show die) Can you see the die? Die has numbers and…? What do we see? (Ss: Conjunction) Yes. Conjunction. Whenever you roll the die, you will be picked the topic depends on numbers. Right? But at the same time, you will get conjunction too. So, when you make sentence, use your topic and conjunction that you got from die. Okay? (check other rules) you can see skull which means you will loose your turn, heart is move forward 1 step, pink line here means short cut and purple line means go back away far from here. If you can’t start the sentence in 30 seconds, you will move back one-step. Does everyone clear? Any questions? Okay. Then, I will divide (            ) and (            ) as a group, and (            ) to (            ) as another group. Each team needs game piece, so bring your small stuff. Anything in fine.
