	Assumptions:

    Students already know:
· How the class is set up and run

· All students are available to read several paragraphs




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may have difficulties guessing new vocabulary

→ Encourage them and let Ss help each other to find meaning  
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the reading

             → Chunk the article and try to find the line which has details
· If Bingo game is finished faster than I expected,

→ Changed the rule as making two lines  

· If time is not enough

→ Cut the post activity as homework

(attach the picture board on the board)

Instruction

Can you see six of pictures? Good. I have six cards of vocabulary. You are going to guess which word go and fit to each picture. And tell me why you match the word and picture. We are going to work individually. I will give you 1 minute to think.
Demonstration

Pictures are on the white board and Ss have own card. Guess which word will go with which picture. After pick, tell the reason why. If they’re wrong, turn will be changed to another student.
