	Assumptions:

Students already know:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
-students need more time to finish their activity

-> be flexible with the time. Give students more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

-students finish their activity early (SOS plan)

->give students an extra comprehension question work sheet.

-students have difficulty in understanding meaning
->give information and provides more examples

	Explanation
Comparative is a part of which describes a noun. For example, tall, old, smart, or something like cold, hot.

We use comparative nouns when we describing two nouns and we comparing them.

For example, let’s use it in the sentences.

-Sam is a smart boy.
Smart is adjective, describing a boy

To make this comparative adjective,

-Sam is a smarter than his brother.

We add –er at the end of adjective to make adjective comparative.

We are comparing two things, Sam and his brother.
Describe the wall chart mainly

Adjectives with one syllable ADD –er
For example:
Tall-taller, smart-smarter, 

Cold-colder, hard-harder

adjectives with two syllables ending in –y: ADD -ier

eg. Happy-happier, angry-angrier
In adjectives where a short vowel is followed by a consonant we double the consonant.

Eg. Big – bigger, fit – fitter 
      Hot- hotter

Adjectives with two syllables NOT ending with in –y & adjectives with three or more syllables: ADD more…

For example:
Famous – more famous

Exciting – more exciting

Difficult – more difficult
