	Aims: 
· Main Aim : Students are able to improve listening skills by listening to the medium-paced
  speech about real life stories.
· Secondary Aim : Students can practice speaking by discussing with group members.
Students can learn vocabulary by matching idiom worksheet.
· Personal Aim : I want to improve my modeling and elicit ideas from students. 



	Language Skills:
· Reading  : Students will  practice reading by matching idiom worksheets.
· Listening  : Students will understand the contents and catch details by  listening to
 the real life stories.
· Speaking  : Students will practice speaking by talking each other about their ideal-
 type.
· Writing  : Students will write about speakers’ characters after listening.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology : None to discuss
· Lexis : Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function : Proper expression about self –PR(public relations) and an ideal type
· Grammar : None to discuss
· Discourse : Discussing about student’s own experience and sharing ideas about a good
 partner


	Assumptions:
Students already know: 
· All students are in college. ( Age  20~25 )

· How the class is set up and run (There will be 4 student in a groups at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· Most students have experience in a blind date



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the listening.
          ( Play the CD track repeatedly.
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
( Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
· Students may need more time to work on activities.  
( Give some hints about the idioms or give 1 more minute.
· Some students may need more time to finish activities
( Make post –activity shorter and ask 2~3 students to share their opinions
 about the topic.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

( Give students extra questions or make post-activity longer or do SOS-activity.
(ex. Ask students about their ideal partner and discuss differences between boyfriend

  or girlfriend and a spouse in their choice.

Instruction
“Everyone has different criteria for our life partner. Now, we are going to discuss about our classmates’ ideal types. I will make a pair. 
First, one person thinks about a celebrity who is similar to one’s life partner and describe the 7 characters, also who should be a Korean.

Second, the other person guesses the celebrity’s name. 
Third, after that, take turns.

(change your role.)
I will give you 4min and you have 2min per  each person.  Work in a pair.”
(Get pairs of students to discuss.)

 “I chose one celebrity as my
 ideal type and I talk to my partner.”
