· Main Aim: To practice students’ ordering foods in the restaurant with no difficulties by creating and speaking out the dialogue between waiter and customers
· Secondary Aim: Students will learn vocabulary and expressions, related to restaurant by unscrambling the vocabularies and matching the meanings
· Personal Aim: I want to improve on my timing and to decrease the teacher talking time (TTT)



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read the dialogue between waiter and customers
· Listening: Students will listen to other students’ presentations about their dialogues
· Speaking: Students will speak about their conversation and answers for vocabulary matching; they will also speak the dialogue they have made in groups
· Writing: Students will write about possible conversation between people by looking at two pictures



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss

· Lexis: Waiter, Customer, Recommendation, Rare, Medium, Well-done, Today’s dish, Appetizer 
· Function: Ordering food in the restaurant
· Grammar: Auxiliary verb

· Discourse: Conversation between waiter and customers


	Assumptions:
· Students already know: 
· How long the class will be (30 min)
· All the students have been dined out 

· All the students have ordered foods by themselves




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may have hard time, unscrambling the vocabulary
· Give them the first letter of the vocabulary
· Students may be shy to act out the dialogue
· Put students into groups or pair them up
