	Aims:
●Main aim : 

- Students are able to improve their grammar skills by practicing a gerund.
    ●Secondary aim:
       - Students are better able to understand the function of nouns and gerunds.

       - Students will be used to gerund usages through worksheets and group or pair activities. 
    ●Personal aim:

       - I want to explain as briefly and easily as possible in order for students to understand the rule of gerund very well.
       - I will encourage more interaction among students



	Language Skills:
· Listening : Students will listen to the teacher’s explanation about gerunds and instructions, other students’ ideas and presentations.
· Reading : Students will read the worksheets.

· Speaking : Students will discuss laws that prohibit smoking and present them  .

· Writing : Students will interview their partners and write about their good and bad habits for health using gerunds.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : None to discuss

· Lexis : Students will learn a few vocabularies (object to, be fed up)
· Grammar : The functions and usages of gerunds
· Function : None to discuss

· Discourse : Students will share their opinions with each other.


	Assumptions:
· Students know how the class is set up and run (including ‘English only’ policy)

· Students have heard gerund even though they don’t know it very well.

· Students already know the concept of nouns, prepositions, subjects  and objects.

· Students know enough vocabularies to solve the exercises.

· Students are able to speak and write their ideas in English with occasional mistakes.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Some students may not be able to understand instruction.

    → I will give chunk instruction clearly and slowly and demonstrate it.

· Some students may not be able to understand gerunds.
→ I get the other students to help the students solve the exercises.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected.

→ I get the students to do a SOS activity.

· If time is short

→ Cut the post  activity and ask only 1-2 students to share their opinions.

	Grammar Explanation(Gerund)
Explaining

*As you know, smoking consists of smoke ＋ing.

*Like “No smoking”, when Verb＋ing is used as nouns, we call it a gerund.
* In a word, a gerund is a combination of a noun and a verb.

*Like a noun, a gerund can be used as subjects, objects of certain verbs and objects of prepositions.

*Let’s look at the chart. 

Could you read these two sentences together?

As you see, when a gerund is used as subject, it is always singular.

Next, you should use gerunds after certain verbs like these.

Let’s read two sentences and these verbs as well.

*Finally gerunds can be used as objects of propositions.

*Will you read these sentences ?

*You should be careful when ‘to’ is used as a proposition, you should use a gerund after ‘to’, not verb.

*Did you understand gerunds well?
 OK I will ask you a few questions in order to check how much you understood it.

*Is a gerund used as an adjective?

*When a gerund is used as a subject, is it always singular?

*Which should be placed after object ‘to’, a gerund, or a verb?
