	Aims:

Primary aim : Students will enhance their reading skills through the reading activities.
Secondary aim : Students will learn about how an orchestra is composed of.
Personal aim: More interaction with students.  
Lead the class with confidence.
Complete the class within given time (30 minutes)



	Language Skills:
Listening : Students will exercise their listening skills by listening to their classmates’ arguments.
Reading : Students will practice their reading skills by reading the sentences
Writing : Students will practice their writing skills by writing words and fill out the forms
Speaking : Students will practice their speaking skills by sharing their opinions with the class and making a short presentation



	Language Systems:
Phonology : Students will speak and repeat the words in the pre-activity
Lexis : Learn the new words, particularly words about the musical instruments
Grammar : None to discuss
Function : None to discuss

Discourse: None to discuss




	Assumptions:  Students already know
1 How the class is set up and run including ‘English only’ policy
2 All students are familiar with the concept of ‘orchestra’
3 All students are familiar with musical instruments
4 All students are able to express their ideas and opinions with occasional errors



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
P : Students may not be able to comprehend the reading materials

S : Discuss the passage together

P : Students may need more time to work in any activity
S : If it takes longer than 5 minutes, give the students more time and make time short on searching word activity in main activity

P : If time is short

S : Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask limited number of students

P : If students finished their tasks earlier than anticipated

S : Use SOS plan 

P : Students want to learn native speakers’ word reading

S : Use smart phone to play native speakers’ reading the words

	Students greet each other.  Student and teacher greet by answering teacher’s guiding questions.
	* (Teacher draws a chart on board before the class begins, if necessary)
T : Good afternoon, class! Yesterday was a holiday.  Is there anyone who has been to a concert?
Today, we will learn about an orchestra.  We will find out the musical instruments that constitute an orchestra.


	Pre-Activity

	Students look at the pictures that Teacher is showing.

Students answer to the teacher’s eliciting
Students will be divided into three different groups (5 students each) and start discussing.  Students match the word strips.
One student from each group come up and fill out the blank form on board
	Is there one musician in an orchestra or are there many musicians in an orchestra?

Are there many different musical instruments in an orchestra?

Yes, there are many different kinds of instruments in an orchestra.  We will see those instruments that are needed to make an orchestra.

I will show you pictures of musical instruments. 

ICQ

What am I going to show you?

T  :  What do you see?  (show students picture of string instruments) 
Right, these are musical instruments, particularly these are ‘string instruments’. String instruments are produce sound from vibrating strings and have strings in common.
CCQ
What do they have in common?

T : Now what do you see?
(show students the picture of woodwind instruments)

These instruments are called ‘woodwind instruments’.   Woodwind instruments produce sound by directing a focused stream of air across a hole.
CCQ

Woodwind instruments produce sound by using what?  Right, air.

T :  What do you see now?  You are seeing musical instruments made of brass in common.  ‘Brass instruments’ produce sound by vibration of air in a tubular resonator in sympathy with the vibration of player’s lips.

CCQ

Brass instruments are made of what?

Right, they are made of brass.
T : What do you see?  You are watching instruments of which sound is produced by striking. ‘Percussion instruments’ produce sound by striking by a beater or by rubbing by hand.
CCQ

Do you use air to produce sound for Percussion instruments?  No, they produce sound by striking with a beater.

Good job, everyone.  Other than these four instrument families, there is keyboards family that includes piano and pipe organs.
We have seen different kinds of musical instruments and instrument family that compose an orchestra.

T : Let’s make sure that we all understand what instruments belongs to which instrument family.
We are going to get into three groups, group no. 1, group no. 2, and group no. 3.  Discuss what kinds of instruments belong to what family and match the word strip.  I will give you two minutes. 

ICQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

How many minutes are you given?
T : Are you ready?  Go!

(Teacher monitors the students’ working.  After 2 minutes, asks the students to stop)

T : Time is up.

Group 1 (name anyone), Please write name the instruments that belong to String Family.  Group 2 (name anyone), write the instruments that belong to Woodwind Family, Group 3 (name anyone), write the instruments that belong to Brass Family please.

(After students completes filling out the blanks)  Excellent.  Good job.

	Students will read the reading material and work together to think of an orchestra seating chart.
Students come forward and draw the seating arrangement of an orchestra on board.
	Now we will learn about how these instruments are seating in an orchestra.  How to sit in an orchestra is called ‘seating arrangement’ or ‘seating chart’.
Now I will give you out a reading material.  After you read the contents, you will draw an orchestra seating chart. You will keep on working in group. I will give you a total of 10 minutes.
ICQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

For how many minutes are you reading?
CCQ

What is a seating chart?

(Teacher gives out reading material and one sheet of kent paper to each group as worksheet)
T : Are you ready? 
     Go!

(Teacher monitors and answers students if they need any help)

(Teacher reminds the students how many minutes are left.  If the students need more time, give additional 30 seconds or 1 minutes)

T : Time is up!

T : One student from each group please come up and draw the chart on board to show the class how you made the arrangement.

(Teacher asks the class whether Group 1’s chart is right, ask on group 2 and 3 in turn)

T : Is everything correct?  You did a good job!
