	Aims:

Primary aim : Students will enhance their grammar skills through the grammar exercise activities.
Secondary aim : Students will learn about how comparative, superlative sentences and comparative clauses are used.
Personal aim: More interaction with students.  Reduce TTT and generate more students reaction
Complete the class within given time (30 minutes)



	Language Skills:
Listening : Students will exercise their listening skills by listening to their classmates’ arguments.
Reading : Students will practice their reading skills by reading the sentences
Writing : Students will practice their writing skills by writing words and fill out the forms
Speaking : Students will practice their speaking skills by sharing their opinions with the class and making a short presentation



	Language Systems:
Phonology : Students will speak and repeat the words in the pre-activity
Lexis : Learn the new words, particularly words used in the activity 
Grammar : Comparative and Superlative
Function : None to discuss

Discourse: None to discuss




	Assumptions:  Students already know
1 How the class is set up and run including ‘English only’ policy
2 All students are able to express their ideas and opinions with occasional errors



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
P : Students may not be able to find the rules of comparative and superlative
S : Teacher provides more examples
P : Students may need more time to work in any activity
S : If it takes longer than 5 minutes, give the students more time and make time short on searching word activity in main activity

P : If time is short

S : Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.
P : If students finished their tasks earlier than anticipated

S : Use SOS plan

	Students answer to the teacher’s eliciting
Divide the class into three groups.  
Question papers are distributed. Students start to fill out the blank.
Students raise hands when they are done.
Students check the answer sheet of the other group and correct the answer.
One student from each group come front and explain the rule of comparative and superlative forms.
	T : Yesterday, it was hot, wasn’t it?
Is it also hot today?

(Students answer)

Is it hotter?

Is it hotter (make student say ‘than’) yesterday?

Was the writing lesson that we did two weeks ago difficult?
(Students answer)

Is the preparation of grammar lesson as difficult as that of writing lesson or is it MORE difficult than writing lesson?

(Students answer)

If the preparation time for writing lesson plan took 5 hours, that of speaking lesson plan took 7 hours, and the grammar lesson took 10 hours, we can say that the preparation time for grammar lesson took the LONGEST time.

When we compare two things, we use the comparative form.  When we compare three or more things and pick out one thing as more ‘X’ than all the others, we use the superlative.
CCQ

When we compare two things, what kind of form do we use?

Good.  Now let’s divide the class into three groups.  I will give you a sheet of paper on which a list of adjective is written.

It is a group competition.  You will fill out the blank as quickly as possible. I will give you two minutes but the group that finishes the first will raise hands and it will be a winner. 

ICQ

1 What are you supposed to do?

2 Are you working alone?

3 Is the fastest group a winner?

T : Gives out the sheet of paper upside down so that students don’t see the questions.

Are you ready?

Go!

T : OK, time is up.
 Let’s exchange the answer sheet and see which group did the best.
By working the questions, we found out a consistent rule for the comparative and for the superlative.

(Pointing one student)

Can you please come front and explain the comparative rule you found out through the worksheet?
Good job!
(Pointing one student)

Can you please come front and explain the rule for the superlative form?

T : Are there any irregular comparative or superlative forms?

(Students answer)

	Each student gets a sheet of paper individually and starts to create a substitution table.
One student come to the class and write the substitution table on the board.

Repeat  the same to complete the different As and Than-clauses.


	We have learned the comparative and the superlative forms.
Now we are going to continue to learn comparative clauses.  A comparative clause is a kind of subordinate clause.
CCQ

A comparative clause is a kind of what?  

Yes, it is a kind of a subordinate clause.
There are two kinds of comparative clauses.  A clause beginning with AS is an equal comparison.  A clause beginning with THAN is an unequal comparision.
CCQ’s

1 A clause beginning with AS is what?

2 Beginning with THAN is what?

Now I will give you a sheet of paper. Underline the key structure in each sentence and summarize the grammar pattern by creating a substitution table for each. 
Please create at least five different sentences for each substitution table. 
I’ll give you 5 minutes.  You will work individually.
ICQ’s

1 Are you working in group?

2 What are you creating only two different sentences?
3 How many minutes are you given?
Are you ready? Go!

(After 5 minutes)

T : Time is up.

(Point one student to come and write the substitution table on board)
(Upon finishing creating the table)

Can you please read the clauses?

T : Good!   Next. 
(point another student and repeat the same)

(When 4~5 students  finish creating substitution table,)
T : Good.  Now we all learned the comparative clauses.
(Do NOT erase the As and Than clauses on the board)

	We have learned two kinds of comparative clauses.  One clause begins with As.  The other begins with Than.

T : (Julia) can you please read the As-clauses written in the board?

(Point to the substitution table on the board while reading)

OK. Now listen and repeat.

ICQ

What do you do?
T : (Julia) can you please read the As-clause again?

(Whole class repeats after listening)

T : Now I will pick some students to repeat. (If time gets short, skip)

(Pick students to read the clauses individually)

Excellent!  You did a good job.
Did you have fun today?

We learned comparative, superlative and comparative clauses today.

I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson.
