· Give students extra comprehension question worksheet.

Which called express functions and there are eight of them.
(Put the wall chart on the board)

Now you will have a modal verbs worksheet there are gaps to fill in. Under the each sentence there are examples to choose the right answers. And also you will get the modal verbs chart to help you. You will work with a pairs. Now have 4 minutes and work as a pairs.
