→ What do you think how many hours people have to sleep a day? 
(For seven hours, ten hours…. Etc // Encourage them to say 
a full sentence by using a time words)
@ Picture #2 (A boy who is dozing off during class)

→What about this picture? Where is this place? 

→What do you think what he is doing?
→Do you know any other word starts with “D”?

→Ok! so he is dozing off --------------

 (I will make student to say a full sentence.)
@ Picture #3 (Two man are in the car)

→What’s the name of this actor?
→What is Robert doing?

→What about his friend?

→What is he doing?
→How can you say in one sentence two action happening together ?
(Robert is driving while his friend is dozing off)
** Put those pictures on the board 
Ok! Today’s topic is about preposition of time(for, while, during)
You will get to distinguish a difference of for, while and during after going through this lesson.
These three words have same meaning. However they have different structure and usage. 
** Ask some questions students to encourage finding out the rule **
** I am going to ask some questions relate to each of time words. You need to make a full sentence using for, during  

[For] – Make a full sentence using for
(    ) – How many hours do you usually watch TV a day?

(    ) – Do you have any plan for the summer vacation? // 
Where are you going? and how long?
[During] – Make a full sentence using during
(    ) - What do you usually do during the night?

(    ) - I have experienced falling asleep during the film.  
What about you?

** I will describe what I am doing using while. 

All you have to do is making a full sentence  
[While] – Describe what I am doing using while.
Situation #1 – I am walking while I am phoning
Situation #2 – I am drinking a cup of coffee while I am writing something down on my notebook.
