	Aims: 
Primary aim: To enable students to improve their reading skills by reading activities

 about how coffee is made.
· Students will improve skimming skill by ordering paragraphs
· Students will be able to understand the main idea by making titles of paragraphs
· Students will practice listening and speaking by watching video and discussion
Personal aims: 

· Interaction with students
· Confidence about discussion 


	Language Skills:
- Students will read the paragraphs worksheet

- Students will listen to a video about coffee

- Students will speak to each other about the paragraphs and topic for discussion
- Students will write titles for paragraphs


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: The definitions and synonym of the words “mucilaginous, debris, carcinogenic, float your boat”
- Function: Expression their opinion and preference related to coffee 
- Discourse: Group discussion and presentation about coffee
- Grammar: Present tense mostly in worksheets
- Phonology: Speak the words “mucilaginous, debris, carcinogenic, float your boat”


	Assumptions:

Students already know
- how the class is set up and run(English Only)
- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- all students are familiar with coffee
- all students are single and aged 20 and up

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to comprehend the main idea of the reading material
→ let them listen to the speeches again until they get the gist of the content
- Students may need more time to work on their presentation
  → Give them 1-2 more minutes, but if they need more, have answer-checking shortend  by verbally sharing the answers
- Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
  → Ask as many students as possible about their opinions of coffee, and differences between their preference.

- If students don’t answer

☞ I drank it awhile ago in this morning

That’s correct. It’s coffee.

(write ‘coffee’ on the board)

(Distribute some beans to students) 
Here are some roasted coffee beans.

You can smell, touch and chew them.

Try it

So today, you will read some passages about how coffee is made from bean.
But first, you will watch a short video about it.

Eliciting

(show the gesture of a sticky hand)
- debris (pieces from broken, destroyed something)
CCQ – Since the tsunami, typhoon, what can be seen along the coast?
- carcinogenic 

CCQ – What kind of substances can be carcinogenic?
(For example smoking, dioxins and benzene can be carcinogenic substances)
- float your boat (Do whatever you like)
CCQ- John, which do you like better, this or 
that? Choose one. OK, float your boat.
