	Aims:
· Main AIM: The students will know that typical clothing people wear for season of the year
· Secondary AIM  
1) SS to improve their listening skill by answering details questions on a worksheet
2) To practice listening to real-life speech of people with various accents

· Personal  AIM : I want to speak unfaltering and clear voice 


	Language Skills:

· Reading : using the vocabulary worksheet
· Listening: the speaker’s short speeches about  what kind of wearing   season of the year

· Speaking: prediction, comparing answers within groups

· Writing: details(dictation)


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : none to discuss
· Lexis : idioms and vocabulary used in people’s clothing and various situations
· Vocabulary & idioms List : pack, rained cats and dogs, decked out, makes perfect sense, rest
· Function : Ss used in idioms and vocabulary for the real conversation
· Grammar : none to discuss
·  Discourse : answering question about worksheet


	Assumptions:

· All students are college graduates (Age 23 and up)
· Ss understand will know the typical clothing people wear for the different season of the year.
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 students groups at each table)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

· Follow the task feedback circle : let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

·  Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may need more time to work on the idioms and vocabulary’s
·  If it takes longer then 7mins, cut answer-checking short by the answers instead of having students write them on the board
· If I finish the main activity earlier

·  If it takes shorter than 10 mins, I used for SOS activity.
