· Reading: Ss will read written questions 
· Listening: Ss will listen to a script
· Speaking: Ss will speak their views by comparing  answers within groups
· Writing: Ss will fill in the blanks


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: silent syllable
· Lexis: musical instrument
· Grammar: the construction of  how + frequency adverb
· Function: asking about concert
· Discourse: questions and replay containing this language


	Assumptions:

· Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run (there will be 3~4 student groups at each table)

· the teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· All students are single or married ( Age 23 and up)

· Most students have been to concert


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

· Follow the task-feedback circle: let Ss listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

· Chunk the listening ( pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may need more time to work the listening exercise 
· Give another 2 minutes more
· If time is not sufficient to discuss post- activity
· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their stories
