	Topic:  Confusing words, Bring and Take

	Aims:
Primary aim – Ss will predict the meaning of commonly confused words, bring and take, by reading and listening to examples of the sentences including the verbs, bring or take.
Secondary aim - Ss will know the form and usage by substitution table, teacher’s explanation, practicing the verbs through CCQ and worksheets.
Personal aim – Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group.


	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will read the example sentences, worksheet questions, and quiz
Writing: Students will take notes of group discussion

Speaking: Students will discuss in groups, sharing ideas in a group
Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s explanation, instructions, ideas in a group


	Language Systems:

Lexis: bring, take, bring from, bring to, take from, take to
Phonology: drilling
Function: carrying or conveying something, suggesting movement toward or away from the speaker
Grammar: Use of bring and take
Discourse: discussing what’s difference between bring and take


	Assumptions:

Ss have known the general meaning of bring and take
Ss are adults 

Ss often confuse bring and take


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not understand the difference between bring and take clearly
Teacher provides more examples.
Ss may have difficulty in drilling
Teacher gives more the students more chances to practice.
If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)
Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

If Ss finish their activity earlier than anticipated (SOS plan)

Give Ss more time on final activity.

	Procedure:
(Show Ss Cartoon 1)

(Let Ss read the following sentences:

Did you bring your homework to school?

Take your homework home with you!)

What does the teacher say?

You are now at school.
If you move your homework to school, what verb you use?

If you move your homework from your location (the school) to somewhere else (your home), what verb you use?
(Write “Bring” and “Take” on the board)

I’ll show you another picture.

(Show Ss Picture 1)

What is this driver doing with a woman?
Is the man taking her to somewhere or bringing to somewhere by a car?

Well, “bring” and “take” are very common verbs, but sometimes troublesome for English learners. They get confused about when to use these two verbs.

Take a look at the following two sentences, both of them are correct:

 (Show the text on the beam projector screen)
Bring an umbrella with you in case it rains.
Take an umbrella with you in case it rains.
To understand bring and take, think about your location. Something coming your way is brought to you, something going away is taken from you.

How do you differentiate between both of them?

	Procedure:
Great! You have learned the verbs bring and take.
OK. Let’s talk about the meaning of the verbs again.

These two verbs have almost identical meanings but are used for different “directions” in English: bring shows movement toward the speaker, but take shows movement away from the speaker.

(The following texts are shown on the beam projector screen) 
If A needs something and wants B to get it and carry it to him or her, A says, “Could you bring _____ to me?”
If A has something and A wants B to get it and carry it to C. A says, “Could you take _____ to C?” (B then takes _______ from A and takes it to C.)

More examples:
Please take the baby from her bed and bring her to me.

If you want some tea, I’ll be happy to bring a cup to you.

If you’re finished with your tea, I’ll be happy to take your cup to the kitchen.

I’ll be happy to take the cup from you and take it to the kitchen.

Your father is in his office and his mail just came.

Could you please take it to him? He’s expecting you to bring it to him.

Remember:

Bring shows movement toward the speaker: bring ---> speaker

Take shows movement away from the speaker: speaker ---> take

(Shows Ss Picture 2)
Here is another example.

(Shows Ss Cartoon 2)
In general, bring shows movement toward the speaker and take shows movement away from the speaker.
However, these two common verbs can be more complicated, because both bring and take can be used with to and from.

If A has a favorite picture at home and wants to put it on his or her office desk, A brings the picture from home when he/she brings the picture to the office.

We can also say that A takes the picture from home when she/he takes the picture to the office. (Bring is used when the reference is the office; take is used when the reference is home.)

If B (a child) sees that her/his baby sister has some matches, B will probably take the matches from the baby and then take the matches to his/her mother or father. If B’s mother or father wants the matches, she/he will probably say, “Take those matches from the baby and bring them to me!”
If it is lunchtime and C’s (another child’s) father is working in his home office, C’s mother might say, “Please take this sandwich and tea to your father and when he’s finished, please bring the plate and cup back to me.”
More examples:

Father: “The newspaper is outside the door. I’d like to read it. Can you get it?”
   Father asked me to take the

 newspaper from outside the door

 and bring it to him.

Father: “Here’s an interesting article in the newspaper. I think your mother would like to read it. I want to see it again after your mother has finished with it.”
   First, I took the newspaper to my

 father. While he was looking at it, he

 saw an article and asked if I could

 take the article to my mother and

 then bring it back to him when she

 was finished with it.

Even though there are many exceptions to the basic rules, it should be useful if you remind the difference of direction (for the speaker) between “bring” and “take.”
