‘Creating your own movie character’ sheet (17 copies each)

	Aims:
Primary aim – To learn well-known international film festivals by doing a matching worksheet. 
Secondary aim - Ss will improve speaking skills by creating scripts 

through discussion in groups.
Personal aim - To improve speaking and listening ability by interviewing and 

sharing ideas in a group


	Language Skills:

Reading: international movie festivals matching worksheet, scripts of movie scenes 
Writing: creating scripts in blanks,  writing information during interview
Speaking: discussion for scripts, asking and answering sharing ideas in a group
Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s explanation, instructions, ideas in a group


	Language Systems:

Lexis: movie, film, nominated, candidate, award
Phonology: practicing new vocabulary
Discourse: dialogue
Function: None to discuss
Grammar: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Some Ss know and some Ss may not know movies suggested during the lesson.
Some students have difficulty matching movie festivals.
Most of Ss understand the genres of movies.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not understand the movie to be viewed
Teacher gives hints to help students get knowledge about the movie.
Some Ss will have difficulty in doing the worksheet

Let the other student in the same group who performs well do together.
If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)
Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

If Ss finish their activity early (SOS plan)

Give Ss an extra activity.

	Procedure:
[Show the Picture of A(“Ghost ”)]
Can you say what this picture is?
Yes! it’s a scene of the movie “Ghost.”
(Show Pictures of B, C, D and get answers “Shrek” “Titanic” “Spider-Man”)
They are famous movies (or films) so you must have known them.
(Write “Movie” on the board)

I’ll show you another picture.

(Show Ss Picture E)

Where are they standing?
Yes, they are standing on Red Carpet.

Who are they standing on Red Carpet?

Where are they, do you think?

Great! They are participating in a movie festival.
Can anyone participate in a noted movie festival?

Yes, they may be nominated or candidates for some awards.
I will give you a worksheet about international movie festival.

Read the worksheet and match the name of festivals to their own description. And then check the answers with your partner. 2 minutes.

	Materials: Parts of Movie “Dead Poets Society” and “To Sir With Love” on video and their scripts (17 copies), Create-your-script worksheet (4 copies), board, markers, computer and projector

	Procedure:
Now, I will show you parts of two movies. They are quite old movies.

(Write “Dead Poets Society” and “To Sir With Love”)

Does anyone know these movies?

Good! Both of them are famous and were nominated or won awards. Think about the heroes’ occupation when you see the movies.

Instruction

I’ll divide you 4 groups. 2 groups for “Dead Poets Society” and 2 groups for “To Sir With Love.” I will give you the scripts for them. Each group has to discuss and make a script for next scenes you guess what it will happen after seeing the movie. And then each group should present as a role play. I’ll give you 5 minutes.

What will you do?

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

Ok, Let’s see the movies.

(View the movies on the projector screen)

Have you watched well? Now, I’ll give you the scripts.

(Distribute the subscripts)

You have 1 min left.

Time’s up. Group 1, will you come up and present?  (Let Group 2, 3, and 4 present. If there is not enough time, do 2 groups.)
All of you did great job!

Are both of heroes teachers?

Is the hero of “Dead Poets Society an English teacher? Or a poet?
Did he want to be called “Captain”, you guess?
