	Aims:

· Main Aim: To enable students to improve speaking skills by explaining the occupations given. 

·  Secondary Aim: Students will learn different occupations and their roles by having three activities (Occupation matching worksheet, Guess my occupation!, Occupation Suggestion) 

·  Personal aim: To allow time for student to listen, think, process their answer and speak. Also, to increase opportunities for student talking time instead of teacher talking time. 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Student will read and learn through matching worksheets and written opinions of other students 
· Listening: Student will listen to other student’s speeches about occupations and roles 
· Speaking: Student will speak about their occupations through main activity 
· Writing: Student will write when they give a reason for finding an occupation for classmate (post activity) 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss
· Lexis: Occupation (the main topic of the whole lesson) and different occupations learning in pre-activity (Ex. Astronaut, Vet, Architect, Janitor, Chef, Mechanic) 
· Function: How to describe one’s occupation 
· Grammar: Conjunctive adverb (The usage of because when explaining a reason for the post activity) 
· Discourse: None to discuss 


	Assumptions:

· Students already know: 

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· common occupations such as doctor, dentist, teacher, musician, etc. 
· classmates’ characteristics and personalities  
· All students are adults (age 20 and up)



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may need more time to work on the words. 
· If it takes longer than expected time, cut answer-checking short by giving them the answers instead of having students verbally sharing the answers
· If time is short 
· Cut answer-checking short in post-activity and only ask 2-3 students to share their opinions about appropriate occupation for classmate

· If student may not be able to pronounce some words

· Use repetition and drills 

· If student do not pick up the instructions for the activity 

· Do more than 1 demonstration 

· Students may find the topic boring 

· Ask their own experiences about the topic so that they can re-focus on topic and increase the interest again

· If student finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 
· Ask as many students as possible about their opinions about appropriate occupation for classmate and process to SOS activity

(Students answer doctor, policeman, chef, musician, etc.)

· How can we group all these words in 1 word, starting with a letter “O”? 

After students say “occupation”, put up visual on the board and write the word on the board. 

CCQ

· Are there more than 1 occupation existing in the world?
· Does everyone have same occupation? 

· Is occupation a work that we do for living? 

Occupations Matching
(Put on the prepared occupation wall chart on the board) 

Instruction

Now, let’s look over different occupations. I will hand out a worksheet. With your partner, you need to match the occupations with the picture given and write it down in the box. Then, circle the word that has the closest relationship with the occupation that we put in the box. Let’s do the first one together. Please look up here. 
(Ask students to look on the wall chart)

Demonstration
For the number 1, What is the he in the picture doing?  What do you think his occupation is? 
(Students answer “Teacher”) 

Correct. Then, you need to write “Teacher” in the box. Then, which words do you think has the closest relationship with “Teacher?” 

(Students answer B. Classroom)  

(Distribute the worksheet)
You will have 2 minutes to work on.

ICQ 
· Are you working in groups?
· How much time do you have to work on? 
Now, begin. 

Monitoring: Monitor discreetly. 

Give time warning: 1min/30sec left.
Time’s Up!

Check answers: Let students read the answers. (1st word is already done by teacher) Check the answers with the wall chart.
· Go through the words one by one

· Explain the occupation (what they do) shortly if necessary.

	Guess My Occupation! 
Instructions

In this activity, each of you will have different occupation by randomly getting occupation card. Once you get the card, you have to keep it secret. Don’t show it to your friend. Then, you will need to stand up and explain who you are to the class. While you talk about yourself, all other students have to guess what the speaker’s occupation is. Whoever correctly guesses speaker’s occupation will get his/her occupation card. For example, 

Demonstration
Pick one occupation card and explaining it to the class. 

“I usually work in the classroom. I work with students. I like to talk and communicate with students. Raise your hand if you know who I am” 

(if a student answers “Teacher”, give the occupation card to him/her) 
After all students finish their speech, the one who gets the most occupation cards will be the winner for this activity. But, there’s 30 seconds time limit in explaining yourself. If nobody guesses who you are within 30 seconds, you have to put your card on the board and back to your seat. And you will have 1 minute to prepare your speech.  Is it clear? 
(Distribute Occupation Card)

ICQ

· How many minutes do you have for preparing your speech?
· How much time do you have for explaining about yourself to the class? 

· What do you have to do if students don’t get your occupation within 30 seconds? 
Now, prepare your speech. 
Monitoring: Monitor discreetly. 

Give time warning: 30 sec left.

Time’s up! 
Ask each student to give out his/her speech to the class. 
Monitoring: Monitor actively and help student’s speech if necessary.
Give time warning: 5 sec left
After all students are done, ask about occupation cards put on the board once more. Give it to student who answers correctly. 

Ask students how many cards they earned.

“Raise your hand if you have more than 5 occupation cards?”  

Award winner and give him/her prize.

	Occupation Suggestion
Instruction
Now, you’ve just learned many different occupations. For this time, let’s make occupation suggestion for our classmates. On your worksheet, there will be three sections that you need to fill out: Occupation that you are going to suggest, reasons, and your name.  The classmate’s name will be given to you. So you don’t have to worry about which person you need to choose. Based on your classmate’s characteristics and personalities, think carefully and make occupation suggestion. 
Demonstration

Here’s the example. I find Jayme is very stylish and fashionable. Thus, I chose an occupation of fashion designer for her.  

You will have only 1 minute to prepare.

(Distribute the worksheet)

ICQ

· Are we working individual? 
· How much time do we have for preparation? 
Now, Begin. 
Monitoring: Monitor discreetly. 

Give time warning: 30 sec left.

Time’s up!

(give them 1 more minute if necessary)

Take 2 or 3 volunteers to present their writings or appoint 2 or 3 students if there are no volunteers. Once finished, ask students to give his/her worksheet to the classmates that they wrote about. 
Unscramble the word, “Occupation”
Ask for any questions or feedbacks about today’s class.
