	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-  How the class is set up and run

-  The teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course
-  All the students are adult
-  All of student have their own ideal type person.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

-> Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.

Students may not be able to pick up details
-> Chunk the listening

Student may not understand complex vocabulary 
-> flash card
