	Aims:
·  Main Aim: To enable students to improve reading comprehension by reading the text.

·  Secondary Aim: Students will learn team-work by doing group activities and improve speaking and listening abilities by having partner/group discussion. 

· Personal aim: To enjoy managing the classroom and giving a lecture by having fun with students.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Student will read the passage about reading and check their understanding through reading and comprehension questions.
· Listening: Student will listen to not only teachers but also other student’s speech in pre-activity (interview) & post-activity (writing letter). 
· Speaking: Student will speak through partner/group discussion in all activities.  
· Writing: Student will write a letter to writers in their reading in post-activity. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss
· Lexis: The meaning of Chocolate addiction / Chocolate addicted  
· Function: The usage of “addiction/addicted” in certain situations
· Grammar: Students will get correct grammar structure by reading a passage
· Discourse: Discussions on activities, writing after reading


	Assumptions:

· Students already know: 

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· general ideas about chocolate addition 
· All students are adults (age 20 and up)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may find difficulty in making sentences in pre-activity 
· Walk around each pair and give them a demonstration that may help them to find an idea 
· If time is short 
· Cut Yes/No questions short in main-activity & answer-checking short in post-activity and only ask 2-3 students to share their writings (letters) to the class
· If student may not be able to pronounce some words

· Use repetition and drills 

· If student do not pick up the instructions for the activity 

· Do more than 1 demonstration 

· Students may find the topic boring 

· Ask their own experiences about the topic so that they can re-focus on topic and increase the interest again

· If student finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 
· Ask as many students as possible to share their writings (letters) to the class and process to SOS activity

· What do you see in this picture? 
 (Students answer ‘chocolate’ and write down chocolate’ on the board and after the chocolate draw black line)

Follow the same steps with other pictures. (Alcohol, Shopping, Drugs) 
· What is the common word that can be used after this word?

 (Students answer ‘addiction’)
Write down chocolate addiction on the board.

Today, we are going to learn about “Chocolate Addiction” 

CCQ

· Is someone who eats chocolate everyday possibly called chocolate addiction? (Yes)
· Is there only 1 taste of chocolate in the world? (No) 
Find your partner and Interview each other! 
Instruction

Now, we will give you a job as a reporter. We will hand out a worksheet that helps you to do interview more easily. On your card there will be a chocolate. You need to find out your partner by finding the same chocolate of yours. After the interview you have to make a conclusion sentence based on your partner’s interview. 
(Do the demonstration)

Demonstration

Soy gets heart chocolate and I get heart chocolate, too. In the paper, have some questions, so I will ask to soy.

- Q : Do you like chocolate

- A : Yes

- Q : What kinds of chocolate do you like including chocolate cake, ice-cream, bars?

- A :  Soy says ‘Everything’
- Q : How much chocolate do you eat every week?

- A : Maybe 2 bars in every week
- Q : Do you eat more chocolate now than when you were child or less?

- A : Maybe less.

- Q : When you are tired, do you want to eat chocolate?

- A : Yes.

- Based on your partner’s answer. Do you think she/he is addicted to chocolate? Why?

(I think she is not addicted because she can’t stop eating chocolate by herself.)
Whoever makes the most creative last sentences will be the winner. You have 3 minutes to work with your partner for making sentences.

Monitoring: Monitor discreetly. 

Give time warning: 1min/30sec left.
Time’s Up!

Check answers: Let students read the answers. 
· Ask all the pairs to share the answer. 
· Explain the sentence again if other students do not understand

Instructions

Please check your letter and gather with other students who have same letters. Everyone got a group? We are now going to distribute the reading passage to each of you. Please take a look only for 30 seconds. Don’t read until I say so. 
(Distribute the worksheet and allow them to take a look for 30 seconds) 

Time’s Up! 

Please turn your paper to backside. Now, each group will get “Yes” and “No” signs. Then, we will ask you some general questions regarding the passage. Each group has to decide whether the answer is “Yes” or “No”. Whoever the group gets the most answer will be the winner group. Here’s the demonstration. 

Demonstration
(Amy gets Yes and No signs. Soy asks a question and Amy choose “Yes” for her answer) 
ICQ

· Are you working alone?
· Do you have to choose “Yes” or “No” for each question? 
(Distribute the Signs to each group) 
Run the activity  
Monitoring: Monitor actively and help students if necessary.  

Give time warning: Sing’s Up! (When they put up their signs) 
If students do not get answers easily, allow them to look over the passage for 30 seconds more by picking up chance paper. 
Check how many points each group got and do the winner group announcement. 
Read 
Now, let’s read the passage carefully as a class. You can stay in your group. 

(Pick student to read each paragraph) 

Reading & Comprehension  
How do you like the passage? Interesting? Now, we are going to distribute the worksheet based on this reading. You will work on this worksheet with your group. I will give you 2 mins to work on.

Error Correction
Correct the errors during the lesson if any. Ask students for any other questions or feedbacks.
