Main Aim: For students to understand the usage of ‘should’ by practicing giving advices to each other
Secondary Aim: For students to freely communicate in English using correct grammar by learning basic ‘should’ phrases and vocabularies 
Personal Aim: To be organized and clear when teaching 



	Language Skills:

-Reading: Students read vocabulary worksheets 
-Listening: Students listen to instruction and to each other 
-Speaking: Students present and participate in main activity 
-Writing: Students write an advice for post-activity situation 



	Language Systems:
-Lexis: Should vocabulary

Show Picture of ‘giving’ 
Question 1: What do you guys see this person doing in the picture? 
Show picture of ‘advice’ 

Question 2: This person is also “giving” something. What is this activity look like? What kind of words do you think this person is “giving” to this person? 
Write the word, “Giving Advice” on the board 

CCQ: 

-Is Giving Advice good when someone has a problem? 
-Do you give advices by not talking? 
Short Deductive Lesson:

When you’re giving advice to someone, the word “Should” is used. 

Write, “You should…” on the board. 

Should is not used to describe your own action, it is used to give advices. 

For example, “I should go home” shows an incorrect usage of “should” 

Instruction: 

I am going to hand out a worksheet for you guys. In the worksheet, on the left side there are pictures, and on the right side are sentences. Individually, You need to match each picture with correct sentences. After you match them, underneath the phrases, compete the sentence by giving a good advice for the situation. You will have 4 minutes to complete this.

I’m going to point to a box, and whichever group rings the bell first gets a chance to answer the question. 

For you to pass, the advice needs to be correct. Once the person in the very front of the line gets it right, you go to the back of the line. Then the second person, then the next. Whichever team members all answer the question first wins.
