	Language Skills:

-Reading: Students will read their main activity cards 
-Listening: Students will listen to each other talk and listen to the instructor
-Speaking: Students will make dialogues and present with the learn vocabulary

-Writing: Students will write a diary post about the date from the main activity

“What is Andy’s behavior like?”  

Write the word, Dating Manners on board

CCQ: 

-Should you have bad manners on a date?

-Do you think you can get a second date if you have good manners? 

Divide the class into three groups

(Andy will write the vocabulary on board while grace gives instruction) 

Instruction:

Grace is going to hold up a vocabulary card. Only Andy will be able to see it. Andy will act out the vocabulary for the groups of students to guess the word from the board. Whichever group guesses the right word first wins! The group that answers the word has to make a sentence using the vocabulary. 

Demonstration: 

Grace and Andy does demonstration with vocabulary cards.
