	Aims:

· Main aim : To enable students to improve their grammar skill by using proper prepositions 
· Secondary aim : Students will find proper prepositions by reading the sentences, filling the blanks, matching the pictures, etc. 
· Personal aim : To help students to use prepositions correctly 



	Language Skills:

· Speaking : Two members of each team will communicate with each other to explain and find where the objects are. 
· Writing : Filling the blanks with proper prepositions. 
· Reading : Reading the sentences and find prepositions.
· Listening : Listen carefully to what the partner says and put the stickers on the picture



	Language Systems:
· Phonology : None to discuss

· Lexis : Prepositions like ‘around, on, into, over, below…’ and so on,
· Function : Explaining to the partner the positions of objects by using proper prepositions

· Grammar : Use the prepositions grammatically right

· Discourse : Monologue and Dialogue




	Assumptions:

· All students are adult learners (age 20’s~50’s)

· Students already have basic knowledge about the prepositions 
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· It may be a little bit confusable for students to know the meaning and usage of the prepositions 
· Pre-view prepositions by filling in the blanks before main activity 
· Students may confuse prepositions and adverbs 
( Define the meaning of prepositions through CCQ

	Eliciting “ Preposition”
(showing a picture of chair and 3 balls)
· What do you see in the picture? 

· Where is blue ball? Where is red ball? Where is black ball? 
· What we call those words like ‘on’, ‘in front of’, ‘beside/next to’?
Model (wall chart)
Preposition comes in front of nouns/pronouns and indicates the connection of those nouns with other words.

Ex) She climbed up the mountain. (prep)

He jumped up from his chair. (adv)

There is ‘up’ in both sentences. Which ‘up’ is preposition? Yes, the first one. The second ‘up’ modifies ‘jumped’ and it is adverb.

CCQ 

· Is it Preposition that we use when we explain the position of something? (Yes)
· Does the preposition come in front of the verb? (No)
