· A picture of missing child for eliciting word ‘missing persons report’
· 5 different pictures of missing person(1 copy for each team) 

· Poster of ‘Advanced registration system for finding missing person’
· Missing persons report (1 copy for each team- total 5 copies) 
· Words matching sheet (10 copies)
· Yes/No question sheet (1 copy for each team- total 5 copies)


	Aims:

· Main aim : To enable students to improve their speaking skill by asking a policeman to find a missing person
· Secondary aim : Students will do a role-play, match words, fill out the ‘missing persons report’ by communicating with the partner
· Personal aim : To help students to have interest in English and be self-confident in speaking through a role-play



	Language Skills:

· Speaking : Each student pretends to be a policeman and a person who lost someone and they communicate with each other 
· Writing : Complete the ‘missing persons report’ 
· Reading : All students will read the ‘Yes or No question sheet’ and choose the right answer  
· Listening : Listen carefully to what the partner says 

	Language Systems:

· Phonology : None to discuss

· Lexis : Some words that are used to describe the appearance (refer to the matching words sheet)
· Function : Asking help to a policeman and giving information that he needs
· Grammar : None to discuss
· Discourse : Dialogue


	Assumptions:

· All students are adult learners (age 20’s~30’s.. sometimes 50’s)

· Students already know how to explain the appearance 
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· It may be a little bit difficult for students to know some words which are used for describing the appearance 
· Pre-view those words before starting the role-play through matching words 
· Students may not know what kinds of question are needed to find missing persons
· Give them ‘missing persons report’ form to continue their conversation by asking and answering according to the items on it

Now we’re doing a role-play. 

I’ll give you 2 sheets of paper to each team.

One is a picture of a missing person and the other is missing persons report. 

There will be 2 persons(A&B) in each group. 
(pointing to each student and call A,B)

Please A raise your hand, you are a policeman. And B please raise your hand, you are a person who lost someone. B comes to the police station and you will make a communication about the missing person. During the conversation, A will fill in the missing persons report. B never show the picture to A. After the role-play, A will explain  the missing person according to that report, and B will show the picture to everyone. 
I’ll give you 5 minutes, and you will do it in pairs.
Demonstrations

Now I will show you a demonstration.
Yuni, could you please come out and be my partner? 

I am a mom and lost my daughter, and you are a policeman. 
Policeman(A) : May I help you?

Mom(B) : I lost my daughter. We were playing in Everland, but suddenly she disappeared. 

A : Alright, let’s stay calm. We can fill in the missing persons report. Could I have her full name? 

B : Yes, Lee Eun-seo.
A : How old is she? 

B : She is 5 years old. 

A : How tall is she? 

B : She is 100cm tall. 
A : What color is her hair? 

B : Black.

A : What does she wear? 

B : She wears yellow rain coat and boots. And wears a pink headband. …Blablabla~~~
A : I’ll give you a call if we find her.

B : Oh thank you so much. 

(giving a clap to her) Thank you, Yuni. 

(handing out missing persons report and a picture to each team)
