	Aims:

-Primary aim : to enable students to improve grammar skills by learning Frequency adverbs.
-Secondary aim :  to enable students to learn Frequency adverbs 

-Personal aim: More interaction with students. Making active group activities, Completing time management, and Having students’ full participation. Complete the class within given time (50 minutes)




	Language Skills:
-Listening : Students will listen to the music and exercise their listening skills by listening to their classmates’ arguments.
-Reading : Students will practice their reading skills by reading the sentences
-Writing : Students will practice their writing skills by writing words and fill out the forms
-Speaking : Students will practice their speaking skills by sharing their opinions with the class and making a short presentation



	Language Systems:
Phonology : Students will speak and repeat the words.

	Assumptions:  Students already have learned the frequency adverbs in a previous class. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
P : Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning
S : Teacher provides more examples.
P : Students may have a hard time drilling.
S : Teacher gives the students more chances to practice. 
P : If time is short

S : Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.
P : If students finished their tasks earlier than anticipated

S : Use SOS plan

 ( Try to elicit Britney spears and write her name on the board)
    Can anyone tell me any of Britney’s songs?

 (Listen to their responses. Hopefully someone will say “sometimes”. If not, tell them of that song.)

    Would you like to see that music video by her? 
Guided Warmer Activity
    When you watch the video try to remember the Britney’s feeling to her lover. 

ICQ)  What should we do when we watch?

          Should you concentrate on song’s lyric?

          Should you remember her feeling? 

Okay, now watch (play video and let students watch.)

	1. Recall
   Did you enjoy the song? What is the title of the song? (Student answer)

   The song is Britney’s “Sometimes”. Now, I distribute the lyric worksheet of this song. I want you to make 2 groups and discuss the story in the video with worksheet. Try to discuss the story based on Britney’s feeling. 

   You have 2 minutes. (Distribute lyric worksheet)
 ICQ) Are you working alone?

         How much time do you have?

     (After 2 minutes, let every students tell the story) 

Discuss 

 CCQ) Does the girl in music video love someone?

           Is she very shy?

           Does she want to love with someone very fast? 
2. Reflect
Great job, in music video, she really loves her boyfriend? But, she sometimes wants to have a time? Is she scared of her boyfriend?

 Okay, this is very important. She really loves her boyfriend but she sometimes want to have a time. Is she always want to have a time? (students say “no”) 
.This is an adverb that can describe “frequency”  (put the picture on the board)
3. Conclude

We just leaned “Frequency adverbs”. There are many frequency adverb except sometimes, always like sometimes, never and so on. 
Okay, for example, Is “I go to the work by bus every day” the same “I always go to the work by bus.”?  If you can’t drink milk, you can say, I never drink milk. 

And if you go to the park 5 times in week, you can say, I usually go to the park. 

Did you notice the difference between these sentences? 
Okay! The position of the frequency adverb!
