	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their listening skills by having Ss talk about “Blind Date”
· Second Aim: Ss will talk about blind dates by having Ss do a worksheet, dictation and having a speed dating
· Personal Aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learners



	Language Skills:

· Reading: cloze worksheet
· Listening: the speakers’ short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for

· Speaking: prediction, comparing answers within groups
· Writing: details (dictation), creating speakers’ profile




	Language Systems:
· Lexis: fill in the blank with the words
· Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner

· Grammar: none to discuss

· Phonology: none to discuss

· Discourse: none to discuss




	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run (there will be 3-4 student groups at each table)

· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· all students are single and college graduates (age 23 and up)
· most Ss have been on a blind date




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions
Ss may not be able to follow the passage easily

←→
Follow the task-feedback circle: I become a human machine to let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content
Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening

←→
Chunk the listening(stop-play-rewind)

If time is short 
←→
Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner
If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
←→
Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse

What is the subject?

What are we talking about as a topic?

Yes, right! Blind date.

(Indicate each Ss with open palm hand)

So, the blind, Please raise your hand.

All blinds bring your pen and… please move to this side of the classroom.

Raise hand, Dates. Please move to this side of the classroom.

(Make 3 groups with 3, 3, 4 people)
Please have seat closely with your group.

Eliciting
Hey, I‘m going to introduce you David.

(Show David picture and attach on the Board)

What is the first impression of David?

Good! Is he an athlete? 

CCQ
Is this person an athlete? (dancing motion)
Or Is this person an athlete? (running motion)
Does an athlete play sports?

1st Instruction
Ye~, I’ll pass out the listening worksheets.

(Pass out the papers as quick as possible)

Now, I’m going to read about David. 
I want you to work individually while I’m reading all the details about David according to the first speaker. The first speaker is here on your paper. Write individually to take the details. Reading will product for 2 minutes. 
ICQ’s
What are you going to do?

How many minutes of reading?
Are you working on pairs?
Explicit ICQ’s
Are you working individually?
1st Listening
Please, listen to David.

(Read the script for 2 minutes)
2nd Listening
Ok. Tiffany, please come up to help me.
I’m going to read about David one more time.

Exceptively this time, I’m going to transform myself to a human radio. In this activity, Tiffany will control the radio by tapping on the shoulder by your commend. So you can say “STOP” “PLAY” “REWIND” in 3 minutes.

Can you tell anytime to stop and rewind?

So, one more time!
(Read the script again)

Close
Alright. What does one thing you know about David?

2nd Instruction
I want to introduce the second person, Judy.

(Show Judy picture and attach on the Board)

What is the impression of Judy?
In this time, we’re going to hear on Judy. However, instead me reading, now it’s time of this group’s reading. What all of this group have to do is the 1st person will begin. She is reading first 3 sentences and it goes to the 2nd person where she left off. The 2nd person will read next 3 sentences. And it goes the 3rd person, then the 4th person. It will rotate until we finish the reading.
Meanwhile, these two groups will be doing the dictation. But this group is not doing any dictation for the second speaker. You are to focus on where the next person left off.
Reading is provided for 2 minutes.
ICQ’s & Explicit ICQ’s
What are you doing?
(to the 1st group) Are you doing dictation?
How many minutes do we have?
(to the 1st group) Are you working as a group?
(to the 2nd & 3rd groups) In this side, are you working individually?
(to the 1st group) Are you helping each other where you are?
Are you reading two sentences?

Listening
Yes, let’s begin.

(Read the script for 2 minutes)

Close
Excellent! What does one thing you know about Judy?
(Get answers from Ss except the 1st group)

3rd Instruction
Now, listen to Chris.

(Show Chris picture and attach on the Board)

What do think about Chris?

Let’s hear about Chris. In this time, this group (the 3rd group) will read about Chris. 
ICQ’s & Explicit ICQ’s
(to the 1st & 2nd groups) Are you going to do dictation? 
(to the 3rd group) Are you going to do any dictation?
Are you reading three sentences?

Listening
Ok, let’s begin.

(Read the script for 2 minutes)

Close
Excellent! What do you know about Chris?
(Get answers from Ss except the 3rd group)

4th Instruction
Let’s learn a little bit about this girl, Sandra.

(Show Sandra picture and attach on the Board)

What do think about Sandra?

Let’s hear about Sandra here. In this time, this group (the 2nd group) will read about Sandra. 
ICQ’s & Explicit ICQ’s
(to the 2nd group) Are you going to do any dictation? How many minutes?
(to the 1st & 3rd groups) Are you going to do dictation?

Listening
Alright, begin.

(Read the script for 2 minutes)

Close
Excellent! What does one thing you learned?
