	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will improve their speaking skills by having students talk about                                                                                                                                                                                                                  “Cooking”. 
· Secondary aim: Students will talk about “Cooking” by students having do write their own recipe, make the dialogues, and speed quiz.
· Personal aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will need written inquiries. 
· Listening: Students will listen to other students’ speech.
· Speaking: Students will speak themselves about cooking with their partners.

· Writing: Students will write about their own recipe on the work sheet and dialogues. 



	Language Systems:

· Lexis: Food’s names used in describing cooking recipe and dialogues in various situations
· Functions: questions and answer with 
· Grammar: None to discuss
· Phonology: Speak food’s names 
· Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 student groups at each table)

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- all students are single and married  (Age 21 and up)

- most students have cooked by themselves



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Students may be able to follow the passage easily
→ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
- Students may not be able to pick up details from the demonstration
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).
- Students may need more time to work on the speed quiz
→ If it takes longer than 6 minutes cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
- If time is short,
→ Cut post-activity short and make students stay at their desks for the speed quiz
