	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will improve their listening skills by having students talk about                                                                                                                                                                                                                  “Blind Date”. 
· Secondary aim: Students will talk about “Blind Date” by students having do pre-activity, main-activity, and post-activity.
· Personal aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will need idioms worksheet. 
· Listening: Students will listen to 4 different speakers.

· Speaking: Students will speak themselves about blind date and 4 speakers to their partners.

· Writing: Students will write about 4 different speakers’ profile on the worksheet. 



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Functions: Self- PR and an advertisement for a life time partner
· Grammar: None to discuss
· Phonology: None to discuss
· Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- all students are single and college graduates (Age 23 and up)

- most students have been on a blind date



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Students may be able to follow the passage easily
→ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).
- Students may need more time to work on the idioms

→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
- If time is short,
→ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a life time partner.
- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

→ Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

If you have an opportunity, would you go on a blind date?

 Grace, have you been on a blind date? 

How was your experience?
- What do you call that when you’re really like someone?

- When you like someone… it begins with the letter “c”.

“Crush” rhyming like ‘rush’

CCQ

- In this context, is this crush? 

(TPR: crush the paper cup with the hands)

- Does crush look like this in this context? 

(TPR: act like you like someone)

- When you go on a blind date, are you meeting someone you already know? (No)

- On a blind date, do you meet someone for the first time? (Yes)

Instruction
Imagine. If you went on a blind date, you have to think what are the advantages and disadvantages on going on a blind date.

Demonstration

(Draw two big circles on the board)

For example, one advantage could be something the thrill of meeting someone new. One disadvantage is that you might invite a stocker.

Make 2 groups. One group is advantage and the other group is disadvantage. What I want you to do is that I want you to take 1 minute and think of what could be the advantage and disadvantage to going on a blind date. Let’s work individually.

ICQ

- What are we going to do?

- Are we working individually?

- How many minutes do we have?

I don’t want you to start until I finish passing out the paper and I say begin.

Explicit ICQ

- Are you going to start as soon as I give you a paper?
- Are you going to begin when I say begin?

Instruction
Show the students the pictures one by one.
-I’m going to introduce you ‘David’.

What is your first impression of David?

I want you to work individually and write down all the details about David according to the first speaker. Reading is going to take about 2 minutes.

ICQ

- What are we going to do?
- How many minutes do you have?

- Are you working individually?

Demonstration

Teacher will read without stopping.
One student comes to the front to help the teacher. The student will stop the teacher to go back to the reading backward that the students want to listen. 
Check the answers:

What did you learn about David? 

Now, I’ll introduce you Judy.

Show the picture of Judy.
What is the first impression about Judy?

Instruction
One group (1) will get the reading script. Each student will read 3 sentences and take turns. The other two groups will dictate what they listen and write down the details. Reading is going to take about 2 minutes.

- What are we going to do?

- How many minutes do you have?
- Are you working individually?

(To the group that is going to read) 
-Are you going to dictate? 

-How many sentences do you read?

Begin!

Check the answers:

What did you learn about Judy?
(same for group 2,3)

Now, I want to introduce you ‘Chris’.

What is your first impression about Chris?

ICQ

- What are we going to do?

- How many minutes do you have?

- Are you working individually?

(To the group that is going to read) 

-Are you going to dictate? 

-How many sentences do you read?

Begin!

Check the answers:
What did you learn about Chris?

Now, we’ll learn about Sandra. What is your first impression about Sandra?

(To the group that is going to read)
