A World of Allergies  
Do you or does someone you know have an allergy? Allergies occur when the body has a bad reaction to substances that are normally harmless. These health problems affect over one-fifth of the world's population. That's over one billion people!
There are many types of allergies. One is called hay fever. It occurs when sensitive people breathe in pollen from plants, such as flowers, grasses, and trees. Certain kinds of food cause allergic reactions, too. For some people, these include foods like peanuts, shellfish, dairy products, and wheat. Then, there are others who are allergic to bites and stings from insects, such as spiders, fire ants, and bees.
The types of allergic reactions also vary from minor to extreme cases. Minor ones include coughing, sneezing, or stomachaches. Some people experience itchy skin, eyes, mouth, or throat. Extreme cases are far more serious. Some people with severe allergies react by swelling up like a balloon. This can result in death because they cannot breathe or their body goes into shock. For example, Thomas's death from bee stings in the movie My Girl is a scary reminder of how dangerous allergies can be.
Unfortunately, there are no cures for allergies. Sufferers can only prevent them by avoiding the triggers that cause them. Can you imagine what life would be like if you could not enjoy peanut butter sandwiches ?
