Solutions

If time is short

Cut post-activity short and only ask 2-3 students to present how they filled the blanks up.
If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

Let students read the modeling of the role play changing the roles and twisting the turns.
If they have difficulty of understanding the structure of the subjunctive past
Teacher can give more modeling for structures and by monitoring them teacher can help individually.
