	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

If time is short

Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to present how they described their partner according to the colors of each blank.

If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
Ask as many students as possible about their description of partners.
If there are no active communications or interactions
Teacher can monitor and help students directly with more specific instructions and demonstration.
