	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- If Ss take too long time in drawing: T gives a time warning to finish up drawing.

- If Ss don’t know how to express their regret in English: T help Ss how to make a sentence.

- If Ss afraid of presentation: T encourage Ss. give Ss some example sentences or ideas.
