█ The Hare and The Tortoise

The story concerns a hare who ridicules a slow-moving tortoise who challenges him to a race. The hare soon leaves the tortoise behind and, confident of winning, takes a nap midway through the course. The tortoise gets tired but he keeps going. When the hare awakes, however, he finds that his competitor, crawling slowly but steadily, has arrived before him.
█ The Dog and His Reflection

A dog that is carrying a stolen bone from a butcher’s shop. As he crossed a narrow footbridge, he happened to look down and saw himself reflected in the quiet water as if in a mirror. But the greedy Dog thought he saw a real Dog carrying a bone much bigger than his own. He opens his mouth to bark at the "other" and in doing so drops what he was carrying. And as he stood sadly thinking about the good bone he had lost, he realized what a stupid Dog he had been.
█ The Crow and The Pitcher

The story concerns a thirsty crow that comes upon a pitcher with water at the bottom, beyond the reach of its beak. After failing to push it over, the bird drops in pebbles one by one until the water rises to the top of the pitcher, allowing it to drink.
