Secondary Aim: Ss will translate verbs from present tense into past tense by playing the board game and doing the worksheets.
Personal Aim: I want to improve confidence and speak clearly.



	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will read the worksheet about past tense.
Listening: Students will listen to how others pronounce past tense.
Speaking: Students will speak to each other past tense.
Writing: Students will write past tense by doing the worksheets.

	Assumptions:

	Elicit the word, “past tense” (Show them Youtube video clip.)
-In this video, what can you see?
-What are the relationship between the former word and the latter word?

Model  

->Yes, today, I will talk about past tense. (write it on the board)
->What is past tense? We know that present tense explains what we are doing right now. Past tense explains something that already happened. Let’s look at the timeline: Yesterday (Past) -> Today (Present) -> Tomorrow (Future)
->Look at the paper (Hand students the first worksheet.) There are regular/irregular past tense verbs. First, for the past tense; when we want to explain what we did in the past we use the ending “ed” on the action verb.
Ex) Last week we learned how to read.

->But, if the verb ends with the letter e, only add a d to make the sentence past tense.

Ex) Yesterday, I moved to a new city.

->And also, consonant+y becomes –ied.

Ex) I studied to pass the exam.

->But, if there is vowel (a,e,I,o,u)+y, it becomes yed.

Ex) I played the flute.

->On the other hand, irregular past tense verbs do not have any rule of changing. For example, the word ‘go,’ the past tense is ‘went.’ And, I know that you guys already know many irregular verbs, and if you don’t know any irregular word, ask me.

Instructions

 I will give you guys a worksheet. Write down each word’s past tense. There are regular and irregular verbs. And then, try to use regular past tense verbs for the first six sentences. And, use irregular past tense verbs for the next six sentences. Do it with your partner. I will give you 3 minutes.

For the rules, roll the dice and if you face question marks, pick up one card and follow what it says. And you need to answer each question in 10 seconds. If you can’t answer in that time, you need to go back. Then, now do rock-scissor-paper to choose who goes first.

For example, if I go to this place, ‘what time did you get up this morning?’ I would say, “I woke up 7 o’clock this morning.” You need to use past tense to answer the questions.
ICQ

-How much time do you have?

-What do you need to do if you face the question mark?

-What do you have to do when you go to each step?
