Definition of coordinating conjunctions
Instruction

Coordinating conjunctions connect words, phrases and independent clauses together.
If a coordinating conjunction is connecting two independent clauses, it needs to have a comma before the conjunction.
If a coordinating conjunction is connecting two phrases or words, it does not need a comma before it.
So now you have a little better idea about how coordinating conjunctions work. 
Everyone please pick a card.

Now everyone will take turns filling in the blanks on the chart with your cards. You have 10 seconds to put your card on the wall chart. 
If the student’s answer is correct, the student will read the sentence out loud to the class. Then they will remove the sentence and read the explanation out loud.
Demonstration

Model 
“I took an antibiotic, ___I went to bed for the entire day.”
The answer is “And”

I used a comma before “And”. 
Because? Yes. These are two independent clauses. But when there are two words or two phrases? Yes. You don’t have to use a comma.

Instructions
Now we will do an activity where you will have to finish a sentence using a coordinating conjunction. 
One student will begin by creating a sentence that ends with a coordinating conjunction. The student will then throw a ball to another student. The student who catches the ball has to finish the uncompleted sentence. This student will then come up with a new sentence ending in a coordinating conjunction and throw the ball to another student.
Once you catch the ball, you have 10 seconds to finish your sentence. You then have 10 seconds to think of a new sentence before you toss the ball. If you can’t finish either sentence within the time limit, then you will be eliminated. Once you are eliminated you have to stand at the front of the class. The last survivor is the winner.
So now please move your desks towards the wall and put your chairs in a circle. 
Demonstration

I will say “I was very hungry,  so 
And throw a ball to one student. 

Then the student will finish the sentence and come up with another sentence ending in a conjunction.
ICQ

    - So what are we doing now?
    - Do you have to finish your sentence with a coordinating conjunction?
    - How much time do you have when you catch the ball?
Ask for a volunteer to go first.

Monitor discreetly but help students if some students struggle with finishing sentences
Give time warning 
Check the time and tell them they can play the game one more time.
