	Aims:
· To increase STT by encouraging students to express and share ideas through
group activities.

· To help students understand that sight can be an important tool in
communication by limiting their senses.
· To help students realize that communication comes in many different forms by 

Introducing them to a non-verbal form of communication.
· To help students think about how they would react in certain situations by

exposing them to unexpected situations.



	Language Skills:

Listening: Video clip, group discussion, concept checking.
Speaking: Group discussion, presentation.
Reading: Sign language charts, worksheet #1 & #2.
Writing: Fill in the blanks worksheet, vocabulary words, whiteboard.



	Language Systems:
Lexis: Learn the meaning of new vocabulary words.
Function: Learn how to use the new vocabulary words in a sentence.
Phonology: Learn how to pronounce the new vocabulary words.

Grammar: Fill in the blanks worksheet, conversation questions, group discussion.
Discourse: Group discussion, worksheet  #1 & #2.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not understand the video without the sound.
· The intention for the first viewing without sound is for the students to predict and think about what is going on.
· Show the movie again with sound.
  - Students may not be able to pick up on the details from listening
· Chunk the listening exercise. (pause-play-pause-play)
- Some of the students are inactive during the sign language activity.

· Have each student in the group give a demonstration during the activity.
- Students may be too shy to do the sign language activity.

· Encourage the students by using positive reinforcement.
- Students may not understand how to use the sign language chart.
· Demonstrate how sign language is used in a simple sentence.

· Elicit what sentence was demonstrated.
· Students finish the lesson earlier than anticipated.
· Go to the SOS activity or give them more topic questions to think about.
· Adjust the duration given to each activity by “teacher time.”

If they can’t guess, elicit the answer with a hangman puzzle)

	(Divide the students into two teams. One team of 3 students, and the other of 4)

We are going to play an information gap filling game in class.
Using the sign language charts, how would you say that I am sick and have to eat medicine?
Notice that we don’t have the sign language for sick.
(Show them a demonstration filing in the sign language that they don’t know)

Does everyone remember what an information gap is?

Directions:

The 3 sign language charts contain some basic expressions, but it may not be enough information to express complex ideas.
We are going to fill in the information gap with gestures or body language.

Each team will come up with 10 complete sentences using sign language, gestures, and body language.
The sentences must be at least 5 words long.
One team will present it, and the other team will guess the sentence.
It is important to give clear information when communicating.

The team that guesses correctly will receive 2 points, and the team that demonstrated it will receive 1 point.

The team with the most points at the end will win the game.
