	Aims:
- At the end of this lesson, students should

- be familiar with listening real-world news by practicing listening CNN news
- be able to have the main/detailed ideas of news by answering worksheets
- be familiar with vocabularies about earthquake by matching words
- have improved speaking and listening skills by interviewing others and presenting
- And I should 

- have improved time management, involved students to the lesson and increased students’ talking time



	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:
- Students are well self-motivated to learn English

- Students are aware of earthquake in Pakistan




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to follow the listening text easily

⇒ Start with easy task and repeat until they fully understand the text

- Students may not be able to fill blanks in main activity
⇒ Give parts of the listening

           - If time is short

⇒ Cut post-activity short and only ask 2 questions to 1 student

           - If time is left

⇒ Extend post-activity and ask 5 questions to 5 student or run SOS activity

- Go through same procedure as above.

- Play video in parts. 

- For completing answers, each team chooses 1 pirate. 
- Pirates walk around and get the answers from other teams. Check instruction.
- Once Ss finishing, 1 S from each team writes answers on the board that team members shout to her.

- First team who writes correctly gets the prize.

CNN students news on 26/9/13 between 3:00-4:00(1min) in the clip
CARL AZUZ, CNN ANCHOR: A very powerful earthquake, one with the magnitude of 7.7 hit part of Pakistan on Tuesday. It could be felt hundreds of miles away.
SAIMA MOHSIN, CNN CORRESPONDENT: This earthquake lasted two minutes, but it`s caused widespread devastation in the area. Just to explain, it`s a remote part of Pakistan in the southwest Balochistan province, alongside Pakistan`s coastline, Awaran is very difficult to get to. A road therefore, the military has been deploying helicopters to try and get both rescue workers and medical teams to the people affected there. One saving grace rescue workers are telling me, is that it is scarcely populated in that area.
AZUZ: But even in that rural part of Pakistan, hundreds of people were killed when the quake hit. And what you`re looking at here is an island off the country`s coast, it wasn`t above water before the earthquake. The tremor was actually strong enough to push it above the surface of the Arabian Sea. An American geophysicists said yeah, this is unusual.
