	Aims:
- Students will be able to read and comprehend a newspaper article in huff post world
- Students will be able to express their opinion in English by discussing & role-plays
-Students will be able to have the main/detailed ideas of news by scanning, skimming and answering worksheets
-Students will be able to develop their critical thinking in English while reading and speaking about the article.
-Students will be learn vocabulary about plastic surgery by practicing and using words on Ss’ idea






	Language Skills:
- Reading: Ss will read news article and comprehension questions and synopsis
- Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instruction & script with native speaker 
- Speaking: Ss will discuss plastic surgery and role-play
- Writing: Ss will answer worksheets, summarizing, writing their own idea




	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Main vocabulary in the reading text and on the worksheet
- Grammar: Present perfect tense, past
- Phonology: None to discuss - 
- Discourse: Group discussion, presenting to the class (role plays)
- Function: Reporting on television news program




	Assumptions:
-  Students already have knowledge on plastic surgery and have own their idea
-  Students in the class are interested in reading lesson
-  Students will enjoy the activity, but will find it challenging
-  Students are all adults and Upper Intermediate level




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may find many unfamiliar vocabulary words
⇒ Ask students to circle those words and their group members can figure them out from context or use their dictionary
-Students may not be able to find the main/detailed idea on reading text easily
⇒ Make tasks easier and repeat reading with different tasks until they fully understand the text
- Some students do not participate in the group discussions
⇒ Encourage reluctant student by asking his/her opinion what other students are saying
           - Time might be too short to carry out all the activities
⇒Shorten discussion or only 1 group present in post-activity
           - If students finished their task earlier
⇒ SOS activity

<THE ARTICLE> “Double -Jaw surgery the new beauty fad “
	`			
	Image-conscious South Koreans are trying the latest procedure in plastic surgery to enhance their looks – double-jaw surgery. After having a nose job and eye reshaping, those who want the "perfect" jaw can opt to go under the knife for what is a major operation. Despite the surgery requiring months of painful recovery, dozens of South Korean celebrities have appeared on television showing off their chiselled new look. And "chiselled" is a key word to describe how surgeons cut away at the upper and lower jaw bones to sculpt the coveted "V-shaped" jawline. Many of the celebrities explained to chat show hosts how their reshaped chins have led to a "turning point" in their careers.
However, not everyone is recommending the operation. Many doctors are advising people against having the surgery for cosmetic reasons. Dr Choi Jin-Young, from the Seoul National University, talked to the AFP news agency of the dangers of the operation. He said: "It's a very complex, potentially dangerous surgery…It's disturbing to see people with no real dental flaws daring to go through it just to have a small, pretty face."
There are many reports of the surgery going terribly wrong. One young woman wrote: "My mouth keeps moving leftward and the jaw area has gone numb. I can't even feel when saliva keeps dripping out of my mouth." One woman committed suicide after post-surgery complications.
