- Worksheet 2(discussion questions): 17 copes(1 per student, 1 extra)

- Worksheet 3(broadcasting order): 5 copies(1 per group, 1 extra)

- Worksheet 4(TV reporting): 5 copies(1 per group, 1 extra)

- A white board, board markers



	Aims:
- At the end of this lesson, students should

- be familiar with speaking real-world news by practicing reporting a TV news. 
- have improved speaking and listening skills by ‘running dictation’ activity.
- be able to answer to open questions and discuss their opinions through discussion questions.

- have improved their reasoning skills by prioritizing the broadcasting order. 

- be able to enhance writing skills when creating own news story.
- be familiar with vocabularies that reporters usually use when reporting, by practicing reading, writing, speaking the news. 
- And I should 

- have involved students to the lesson and increased students’ talking time and their interests to the class. 



	Language Skills:
- Speaking: delivering information by memorizing, discussion on open questions, ranking activity, role-play as a news reporter

- Writing: dictation, taking notes for discussion/reasoning, creating news story

- Listening: listening information delivered by classmates, discussion, other Ss reasoning, other Ss reporting news

- Reading: reading worksheets



	Language Systems:
- Lexis: vocabularies used in TV news(focus, natural disasters, scandals, sensationalise, censorship, restricted, human interest stories, current affairs) 
- Grammar: past, present tense
- Function: discussing, reasoning, reporting news
- Discourse: group discussion, presentation
- Phonology: distinguish difference between /p/, /f/ by ‘focus’, ‘affair’  



	Assumptions:
- Students are well self-motivated to learn English

- Students are expecting speaking lesson

- Students have schematic knowledge on TV news and its contents 
- Students read internet news everyday



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to create own news story
⇒ Give another example by creating simple story. If Ss are still not able to do, class create short story together. 
- If time is short

⇒ In activity4. Discussion questions, discuss only 3 open questions. 

    Or give post-activity as homework.  
           - If time is left

⇒ Run SOS activity

1. Elicit today’s topic
- Elicit today’s news headlines by asking Ss recent news they know / showing pictures of yesterday’s news

Pic.1) The 4.3m dead snake-like fish was found in the city of Oceanside in U.S.

Pic.2) Pop star Rihanna was asked to leave Abu Dhabi mosque complex after posing outside the building for an unauthorised photo shoot.
- Introduce today’s topic: ‘news’

	- Dictation

	2. Running dictation
- Put Ss into 4 groups. Ss change seats.
- Ss have 5 minutes to complete. 

- Each team chooses 1 writer and she seats at the back with pen, paper. 

- Remaining Ss come to the text and read a portion, retain the information and return to their writer to dictate it to them. (reproducing the text is the aim)

- Only 1 S from each team can come at a time. 

- Ss do not shout from the text to the writer. 

- Each member can discuss to reorganize the text. 
- After instruction, put 4 copies of text on each team’s front wall. 

- Check instruction carefully. 

- Monitor closely, give time warning.

3. Vocabulary

- Ss stay in the same group.

- Distribute the running dictation text to each Ss. 

- Ss have 2 minutes to discuss their answers.

- (while T writes new vocabularies on the board: ‘focus, natural disasters, scandals, sensationalise, censorship, restricted, human interest stories, current affairs’)

- Ss have 1 minute to discuss the meaning of new words.

- Each team presents their answers to the class. 

- After activity, Ss go back to their seat.

	- Discussion / presentation

- Ranking the priority / reasoning
	4. Discussion questions
- Ss work first in new pairs, then in groups. Ss change seats.

- They first read/think about the questions on worksheet 2 in 2 minutes. 
- Then discuss the questions in pairs in 5 minutes. 
- Ss must give their opinions and reasons. 

- 2 pairs in one group discuss the questions and concludes the answer in 4 minutes. 

- 1 volunteer for each group presents the team’s conclusions with reasons. 

- After instruction, distribute the worksheet 2(1 per each)
- Monitor closely, give time warning.
- Ss go back to their seat.

5. Broadcasting order
- Put Ss into 4 new groups. Ss change seats. 

- Lead in Ss by asking what type of news they see on TV

- Now Ss have 5 minutes to become a news editor and decide what to broadcast on TV news. 

- Each group decides the order and prepares clear reasons. 
- Go through same procedure as italic font above.

	6. News on TV
- Ss remain in the same group.

- Ss have 5 minutes to pick one event and create story using the result of activity 5.  
- Ss must consider ‘who, when, where, what, how, why’ principles when creating story. 

- Give an example with ‘A local film maker has been nominated for an Oscar’. 

- After instruction, distribute worksheet to each S. 

- In 30 seconds, 1 spokesperson from each team reports their story in a form of TV news program. 
- Monitor and give time warning. 
- Ss go back to their seats. 

7. Conclude the lesson

- Review / elicit today’s class: 

1) words: focus, natural disasters, scandals, sensationalise, censorship, restricted, human interest stories, current affairs 
2) speaking: delivering information, reproducing
3) reporting on TV: error correction

Running Dictation
1. Most television channels do not put the focus on good news. They are more interested in telling us about natural disasters and scandals.
2. Some people think the news is a form of entertainment, so the media tends to sensationalise stories to get, and keep, people’s attention. 

3. It could also be said that there is a lot of censorship. Some people think the press should not be restricted.
4. A lot of the criticism of the news comes from the fact that many newspapers and TV channels are too interested in human interest stories, not current affairs.
Discussion questions

· What do you think the main purpose of television news is? 
To inform, entertain or influence?
· Do you think people generally take the news at face value?
· What are some of the differences between news on television and in the newspapers?
· What makes a good news story, in your opinion? 
For example, celebrities and their cars, a general election, the discovery of a cure for a bad disease etc.
· Have you ever been at the location of a big news story? 
Were the television reports true? 
If not, what does this make you think about the reliability of television news?
You are a television news editor. All these events have happened today. Your job is to decide on the order to report them in on the national TV news at 6:00. There won’t be time for everything; you will only be able to broadcast six things. Decide what, and say why:
· A local boy has bought a new bike from the shop. (red with 18 gears)
· The President of your country has been involved in a road accident. He is hurt but his life is not in danger. 

· An old woman from a small village on the sea has won $10,000,000 on the national lottery.
· A cat has scratched its owner’s sofa.
· A company from your country has won a multi-million pound contract to supply car parts to Ferrari.
· There is a train workers’ strike which has resulted in there being no train services all day.
· Weathermen predict that severe weather will hit the capital tomorrow.
· The national economy may go into recession if the government does not solve the unemployment problem.
· A group of schoolchildren have painted pictures of the school dog.
· Your country has won the World Team Darts Championship.
· The National Health Service advises people not to eat cheese because of a food scare. A bacteria can be found in certain cheese which should be avoided until the problem can be solved.
· A local film maker has been nominated for an Oscar.
You are a TV reporter. Your job is to prepare your own news stories to report on TV for 30 seconds. Consider ‘Who, When, Where, What, How, Why’ in your story. And finish with ‘your name, location, “it’s back to the studio.”’ at the end of your story. 
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
