	Aims:
· Main aim: Ss will improve their listening skill by listening to speech of Oprah Winfrey by doing a prediction check list.

· Secondary aim: Ss will learn vocabulary and idioms by doing the definition/synonym  matching and true/false activities.
· Personal aim: I want to improve confidence and reduce my commentary to a minimum.

· Listening: Ss will listen to the article, Oprah Winfrey’s short speech about her life.

· Speaking: Ss will predict and compare answers in pairs and in groups.
· Writing: Ss will take notes on details (dictation).

	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· how the class is set up and run (there will be 2-3students at each table).
· the teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course.

· All students know who Oprah Winfrey is(Age 20 above).

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to understand the article properly.

·    Before listening, students will learn new vocabularies in the article.
· If the students can’t complete the gap fill task at the first time.

· Students will listen to the article again and chunk the listening.
· Students may need more time to work on the worksheet.

· Give students a little more time to work.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

· Ask the students about the main idea of the article and what do they think about the person in the article.
