                                They will think creatively by discussion and presentation.
· Personal Aim: I want to provide clear instructions to Ss and be confident.



	Language Skills:
· Speaking: Role-playing and Creating sentences
Presenting their ideas, telling the story and discussion.
· Listening: Listening other students’ opinions, thoughts and their stories. 
· Reading: Reading the cards and stories.
· Writing: writing a story from the picture.


	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:
Student already know:

             The level of the class and their ability to express their ideas in English.

Students are more creative than they thought.  
Students want speaking class more than grammar class.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Ss might have troubles in understanding the activity ( give short demonstration.

· Some Ss might not talk ( ask many questions to encourage them to speak and participate.
· If time is short ( cut the post activity, give homework instead.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated ( go to SOS activity, or ask as many students as possible about the activity.
