	Aims:
- Main aim:  Students will improve their listening skill by listening to the speech of Steve Jobs.
- Secondary aim:  Students will learn vocabulary and idioms by doing pre-checking activity and through the whole class.
- Personal aim:  By showing a video, it will be possible to make students feel interesting. Thus through that I want to get confidence to deal with a class.


	Language Skills: 
- Reading:  Students will read an idiom and vocabulary worksheet.
- Listening:  Students will listen to the article, Steve Jobs’ speech taken at the 
Stanford University.
- Speaking:  Students will be mimicking Steve Jobs’ speech.
- Writing:  Students will write down dictation note.


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: /w/ sounds (unwed, would) /th/ & /Ɵ/ sounds (truth, three)

- Lexis: New vocabulary and idiom used in the article.
(be honored, truth be told, graduated from college etc.) 
- Function: Greeting, Addressing. How to make opening speech and compose 
introductory paragraph.
- Grammar:  Superlative
- Discourse:  Discussion


	Assumptions:
- Students already know:


How the class is set up and run (there will be 3-4students at each table).


The teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course.


All students know who Steve Jobs is (Age 20 above).


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to listen to the voice of video.

: Before listening, students will learn new vocabularies in the article.
- If the students can’t complete the blank fill task, dictation, at the first time.

: Students will listen to the article again and mimic together with teacher.
- Students may need more time to work on the worksheet.
: Give students a little more time to finish.
- What if students finish their tasks earlier than expected?
: Have them change their dictation note one another and do the proof read.

Asking

“You make a superlative sentence and tell everybody.”
All students tell a sentence. 
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I am honored to be with you today at your commencement from one of the finest universities in the world. Truth be told, I never graduated from college.  This is the closest I've ever gotten to a college graduation. Today I want to tell you three stories from my life. That's it. No big deal. Just three stories. 
The first story is about connecting the dots. 
I dropped out of Reed College after the first 6 months, but then stayed around as a drop-in for another 18 months or so before I really quit. So why did I drop out? 
It started before I was born. My biological mother was a young, unwed college graduate student, and she decided to put me up for adoption. She felt very strongly that I should be adopted by college graduates, so everything was all set for me to be adopted at birth by a lawyer and his wife. Except that when I popped out they decided at the last minute that they really wanted a girl. So my parents, who were on a waiting list, got a call in the middle of the night asking: "We've got an unexpected baby boy; do you want him?" They said: "Of course." My biological mother  found out later that my mother had never graduated from college and that my father had never graduated from high school. She refused to sign the final adoption papers. She only relented a few months later when my parents promised that I would go to college.  This was the start in my life. 
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
