	Aims:
⊳ Main aim

- Students will improve their listening skill by listening to and learning expressions from a native speaker’s announcement. 
⊳ Secondary aim
- Students’ oral communication skill will also improve by explaining guidance from the announcement to their partner(supposing the partner are their kids)
- Students will be prepared for emergency situation where only English is used.
⊳ Personal aim

- Personal aim is to give a clear instruction and make students familiar with native speakers’ speaking speed, pronunciation and intonation as well.

	Instruction: 

Play the audio announcement twice and make sure students fill in all the blanks to deliver information as much as possible to their partner. 
After filling in the blanks, students(parents) explain the evacuation guideline to their partner(kids) 

If the partner(kids) think there is some missing information, elicit them from their partners(parents) by asking questions.  

Asking questions to students one by one about the announcement. 

Check if students filled in all the blanks correctly by having them complete each sentence and practice them with students. 

Change the role between the partners and listen to the second announcement and repeat the practice.

ask students to think of any emergency situations they have experienced or witnessed in life.
A ball is passed to a student randomly, and the student who got the ball tells others about their own stories. 
Note: Students are able to practice emergency situation expressions in the target language.
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<Script 1>
Ladies and gentlemen, on behalf of the crew I ask that you please direct your attention to the monitors above as we review the emergency procedures. There are six emergency exits on this aircraft. Take a minute to locate the exit closest to you. Note that the nearest exit may be behind you. Count the number of rows to this exit. Should the cabin experience sudden pressure loss, stay calm and listen for instructions from the cabin crew. Oxygen masks will drop down from above your seat. Place the mask over your mouth and nose, like this. Pull the strap to tighten it. If you are traveling with children, make sure that your own mask is on first before helping your children. In the unlikely event of an emergency landing and evacuation, leave your carry-on items behind. Life rafts are located below your seats and emergency lighting will lead you to your closest exit and slide. We ask that you make sure that all carry-on luggage is stowed away safely during the flight. While we wait for take off, please take a moment to review the safety data card in the seat pocket in front of you.
