	Aims: At the end of this class students should 
- improve their listening skill by listening to their partners reading and filling in the gaps of the article about the Euro 
- learn the currencies of some other countries by the activity of researching
- have better speaking skill for a group discussion to prepare the presentation
- be understanding about the exchange rate of ‘Euro&Pound’ by reading the newspaper


	Language Skills:

-Reading: Reading the article of the newspapers to their partners
-Listening: Listening the article read by the partners as filling in the blanks
-Speaking: Researching about different currencies
-Writing: Dictation the words of blanks on the worksheet


	Language Systems:

- Lexis: Different currencies of other countries
- Function: Formal script of BBC online service
- Discourse: Discussion in groups to prepare presentation
- Phonology: The pronunciation of some currencies 
- Grammar: Simple past tense used in the article


	Assumptions:
- The tables in the class will be set as 4 different groups
- Students will be interested in the topic ‘Euro’
- The article will not be so difficult to understand for students


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Some of the vocabularies may be challenging >> pre-teach vocabularies which are not understandable through the context
- The mutual dictation might be a new activity to them >> Double check what they are to do by ICQ after giving instructions
*SOS activity: Let students imagine that they’re in the shoes of Richard (15 year-old boy in the article) and make them create new stories of what they would do and write down. When they finish writing, pair students and tell their stories to each other. If there’s more time left, let some of students to come front and tell their partners’ stories to the whole class.

4. Handout the worksheet and start the activity
*If the students need more time, give them 3 more minutes
-Get students attention again, and ask the answers (when teacher reads the questions one by one, students will answer together. If there’s a group has a incorrect answer, ask how they got the answer first and give them the right answer.)

	<Pre-teaching>
-Write the vocabularies from the article of listening which need to be taught before students start listening activity

i. Luton (a large town in England)

ii. Debenham (department stores in UK)
iii. BBC online (British Broadcasting Corporation online service)

-Give students opportunity to guess what the words mean, and then let them know what they are
[Listening activity]

-Give instruction

1. This activity needs to be done in pairs. (There’s student A and B in the pairs).

2. Student As and Bs will receive a different worksheet for dictation.

3. Student As start read the article as there’re blanks and Bs will fill in their blanks. And change roles until they both have the complete text.
They will have 10 min.
4. Let students know that they can check their spelling by looking at their partners’ worksheets after finishing filling the blanks
<ICQ>
“Are you working in a pair? Do you know who your partner is?”
“When you read the article, is only one person read until the other fills the blanks all?”
“How are you going to check your spellings?”
5. Handout the blanked worksheets and start the activity

-Elicit the stories to build up from the beginning to the end.

Teenager cashes in with the euro
A teenager got more than he bargained for when he decided to test out the new euro currency at the Luton branch of Debenhams. 

Richard Shields ended up with more than ￡130 worth of designer goods - by exchanging just ￡10 pocket money for 15 Euros.

The 15 year old from Luton, cashed in when he realized that staff at his local Debenham's store, who were unfamiliar with the new currency, were unaware that the wrong exchange rate had been programmed into their tills. 

Instead of an exchange rate of 1.6 Euros to the pound, the Debenhams tills showed an exchange rate of 0.6 Euros to the pound. 

Richard eventually left the store with ￡130 worth of goods, plus ￡20 in cash and some left over Euros due to the mix-up in exchange rates.

He told BBC Online: "I did try to tell the staff at the start that it was wrong but they said that was what the till was flashing up."

"I went backwards and forwards to the bank to exchange more money with the change I was given back from buying things with the Euros."
