17 Worksheets of exercise and vocabulary sheets
4 game boards and pieces, 4 dices has only no.1&2 on them


	Aims: At the end of this class students should 
-learn the difference in use between –ed adjectives and –ing adjectives

-know how to use –ed/-ing adjectives correctly to describe emotions, situations, and etc by practicing with the worksheets and the activity.
-improve their speaking and listening skills through watching the video clip


	Language Skills:

-Speaking: Reading out the sentences on the worksheet after complete the sentences

-Writing: Filling in the blanks on the worksheet
-Listening: Watching and listening to the video clip, listening to the others reading out sentences during the main activity 
-Reading: Reading the sentences on the worksheet as they fill in the blanks
-Writing: Filling in the blanks on the worksheet


	Language Systems:

- Grammar: The difference  in use of -ed/-ing adjectives
- Function: Reading the sentences on the worksheet, answering the questions (board game)
- Discourse: The general use of teacher & students talk and questioning & answering
- Phonology: Pronounce new vocabularies on the worksheet students haven’t learned
- Lexis: Various adjectives through the worksheet


	Assumptions:
-Some students know the rule but they still make mistake when they talk. So it will be a good chance for them to practice more.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Some students will not fully understand the joke as they watch the video clip
>>The main reason of watching video clip is to give them 2 words “annoying and annoyed”. So let students them know that it’s fine as long as they get the feel of situation.

-Multimedia problems

>>Do SOS activity
*SOS activity: ‘Making their own dialogue with their partners’ 
Pair students and get them a task to make a dialogue including –ed/-ing adjectives as many as possible. It there’s lots of time left, give each of pairs the opportunity to present their role playing with their own scripts in front of the whole class.

	-Greeting
[Ice-breaking]-What makes you annoyed?
-Hand out a different piece of paper which has different statements on them.
(If they need to look into the dictionary, let them freely use)

-Ask students read their statement one by one to the whole class.

-When everyone finishes, ask what they would feel if these things are happened to them. (Lead out the word ‘Annoyed’)
-Let them know the statements were from a research of [The 100 most annoying things]

-Lead naturally to the next step.

	[Watching the video clip ‘Annoying Orange’]
-Showing the video clip ‘Annoying orange’
-Ask students how Apple felt and why

(Teacher will try to draw the answer ‘Apple was annoyed because Orange was annoying’)

-Ask students to spell annoyed & annoying and write on the board
-Ask anyone could explain the difference in use of the 2 words

(If there’s none, giving some examples to let them find the difference, 

e.g.Does it make a difference if I tell my friend he's annoyed or annoying?
When the movie wasn't so great, was I bored or boring?)
>>Adj. ends with -ed talk about a person's feelings,

>>Adj. ends with -ing, talk about the situation or thing that cause a person's feelings.
<CCQs>
e.g. “Would I be exciting when I do something I really like?” – No, I would be excited.

“What is your favorite movie? Is that interested or interesting?”

	[Worksheets 1]-Filling in the blanks 
-Handout the worksheets of exercise and let students fill in the blanks.
-After 3 min, check out if all finish their task. Then ask them to read out the sentences together
-Write an example sentence underlining 2 adjs. (one must for –ed adj. and another for –ing adj.)

e.g. She was so irritated because her boss gave her a complicating job.
[Vocabulary sheet] 

-Hand out the vocabulary sheets as Teacher pairs them.

-Let them have a look the words and ask if they have questions about new vocabularies.

(If there is, find other students who can give the definition of the words) 

-Ask Student to write down 5 sentences using both of -ed/-ing adjectives with their partners.
-When every pair finishes, each of pairs read out 2 sentences which they made.

-Give instructions

i. This is team playing game (4 different groups are set from the beginning)
ii. Each of the team has a board sheet and a dice. 
iii. The first player rolls the dice and moves the piece according to the number on the dice. The player answers the question given on the board then the next player does the same.

iv. Everyone has to play as they take turns. And the game will be finished when the team reaches to the finish line.

v. The first team who make it to the finish line will be the winner. The activity will be done when every team reaches to the finish line.

*To use as many as questions to answer on the game-board, the dice will have only no.1 and 2. (Teacher prepares beforehand)
-Handout the materials for the activity and start running it.

<Feedback>

-If there were common errors more than 3 students made, give the whole class correction as Teacher makes sure they fully understand
-Ask if they have any other questions regarding today’s lesson
-Review briefly the skills they’ve learned
