	Topic:  Comparatives and Superlatives

	Materials:

· Pre-activity worksheets (17copies).
· Main activity worksheets (17copies).
· Post activity worksheet (1 copy and cut the lines to make strips).
· Blank papers (17 pieces).


	Aims:

· Primary aim: Students will learn grammar by practicing to use comparatives and superlatives.
· Secondary aim: Students will learn grammar through writing comparatives and superlatives that they already know and find the rules, finishing sentences by writing the proper comparatives, and creating tongue twisters.

· Personal aim: I would like to connect with students and thoroughly see if they are understanding grammar properly.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: solving main activity problems. 
· Listening: listening to teacher, and other students.
· Writing: writing tongue twisters.
· Speaking: group discussion, pair works, and group activities.


	Language Systems:
· Grammar: comparatives and superlatives.
· Lexis: ‘shorthand’ vs. ‘longhand’, ‘BCC’ vs. ‘CC’, and as needed.
· Phonology: general observation.
· Function: using comparatives and superlatives properly. 
· Discourse: rules of how to use comparatives and superlatives. 


	Assumptions:

· Most of the students already know comparatives and superlatives, and have been using them in their sentences. Therefore, they can easily find the rules by themselves. (Teacher needs to elicit them.)  


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may have problem with finishing sentences for main activity. 
· Encourage them by saying that answers may vary.
· Students may not easily get the rules.

· Elicit repeatedly until they understand.

· Students may get the rules too easily and quickly.

· It is good, but make sure they have understood thoroughly.

· Students may have problem with some words in post activity. 

· They can use the Internet or dictionary to help them understand.

· If time is short, 

· Make post activity short. Instead of group activity, make it pair works to keep it short.

	Draw 2 apples that are in different sizes on the board.
Ask students about the relationship of the apples. 
(Elicit them to say any comparative adjectives.)

Draw one or two more apples, also with different sizes.

Ask students about the relationship of the apples.

(Elicit them to say any superlative adjectives.)

	Write ‘Tall’ on the board.
· Ask students what it is. (adjective)

· Elicit students to say ‘Taller’ which is a comparative of ‘tall’, and ‘Tallest’ which is the superlative. 

· Elicit students to say what are comparatives and superlatives.

(Distribute the worksheets.)
Instructions
Let students work individually.
Let them write down comparatives and superlatives that they already know. 

When they finish, correct the answers as class.

Elicit students to find rules about forming comparative and superlative adjectives, using the worksheet students just have completed. 

· Short (one syllable) adjectives are made into comparative adjectives by adding -er. (-est for superlatives).

· Short (one syllable) adjectives ending in just one vowel and one consonant:  double the last consonant and add -er. 
(-est for superlatives).
· Adjectives ending in –y always change to –ier. (-iest for superlatives).

· Longer adjectives are made into comparatives with the word more-. (most- for superlatives).

· A few adjectives are irregular and don’t follow any of these rules.

Instruction
Workings in pairs, let students fill in the blanks.

There is no fixed answer, as long as they are using comparative adjectives. 

Remind students to think about the rules they learned today.

Check answers as class.

Ask CCQs to find out if students understood the sentence properly.

(Encourage any answer they get, as long as the sentences make sense.)

	Materials: post activity worksheets.

	(Distribute the post activity strips)
Instruction

· One student takes a card and asks a question, giving the superlative sentence but NOT the name of the animal.  

(For example, “It’s the largest animal to have ever lived. How heavy is it?”)

· That student also gives hints like “much longer” and “a little wider” until exactly the right answer is guessed. 

· Continue with more dimensions of the same animal.

· Then other students guess the name of the animal. 

The student can give hints by saying part of the name. 
· Students can use the Internet or dictionary to find out what kind of animal it is that they have picked.

· If there is enough time, let them exchange papers with other groups, and do the same.

· If there is no time, make it pair work, and make it short.  
Conclusion 

Review the vocabulary.

Review the concept. (comparative and superlative adjectives).
